1 PROPOSAL   
 
To consider applications for District Promotion Funding and to determine 
funding allocations.  

 
2 OVERVIEW   
 

The purpose of the District Promotion Fund is to support events that promote 
and benefit the wellbeing of the Waipa District and its people.  Funding 
applications do not roll over from year to year.   

 
To be eligible for the Waipa District Promotion Fund the following criteria 
applies: 

 
1. The event must be based entirely in the Waipa District. 

 
2. A District Promotion Fund Application form must be completed. 

 
3. Applicants must provide a Benefits and Event Plan (BEP): 

 
The purpose of the BEP is to demonstrate the event’s ability to succeed 
and contribute to the wellbeing of the community and the district.  A clear 
and detailed report will enable sound evaluation and decisions regarding 
support and funding. 
 
Events deemed eligible for consideration are then assessed (by the District 
Promotions Committee) relative to the following criteria: 

 
�  Consistency with Council policies; 
�  Compatibility with Council’s infrastructure; 
�  Compatibility with existing branding; 
�  The level of sponsorship sought; 
�  The duration of funding sought; 
�  The extent to which outcomes can be measured; 
�  The extent to which the event is based upon, or promotes existing 

District or community strengths; 
�  The extent to which the event will have broad community appeal; 
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�  The extent to which the event might benefit from Council 
sponsorship ‘in kind’; 

�  The extent to which the sponsorship is for ‘seeding purposes’; 
�  The applicant’s ability to source other funding; 
�  Scheduling compatibility with other District events; 
�  The ‘track-record’ of previously sponsored events. 

 
4. Applicants must agree to provide an Accountability/Post Event Report 

within three months of the completion of the event.  This will include 
relevant material to support future applications. 

 
Successful applicants must demonstrate that their event has the ability to 
promote the Waipa District as an attractive place to live, work, invest in or visit. 

 
Please note that a few organisations are missing and we suspect will come in 
late and include Waipa Weekend, NZ Elite National Road Cycling Challenge, 
Cambridge Autumn Festival, kart Racing and the Sarah Ulmer Sub Series etc.
