Karapiro Development Update — August 08

A comprehensive upgrade of facilities at Karapiro was programmed into
Council’s previous 10-year Plan (2006-2016), however some of these works
have been moved forward in support of the upcoming World Rowing
Championships in 2010. Below is an update on works that are currently
being progressed at the Domain.

Roading works

Work on the road upgrade has been going well, but finishing work has been
delayed due to the bad weather we have been experiencing since the end of
June, most notably the sealing of the entrance road. Sealing will occur as
soon as there is a dry spell in the weather. The main entrance area has been
regrassed and the seed has started to germinate.

A large culvert is now in place at the Judd Lane end and construction is
progressing on the road connection over the culvert. This will provide access
from Judd Lane into the lower campground and should be particularly useful
during events.

The southern entrance access has been linked with the embankment road,
which will be a permanent feature, but will remain in metal at this stage as it is
being used as a haulage link for construction of the High Performance Centre.
Other works

New toilet blocks are well into the design phase and are expected to be
tendered this month. The embankment area has been levelled and regrassed
and the grass is establishing itself despite some damage done by cars.

High Performance Centre

The site for the High Performance Centre was blessed by local Kaumatua in
June, and Mayor Alan Livingston ceremonially turned the first sod on July 2.
Excavation works are now well underway, so the building site is closed off to
the public.

Rowing World Championships 2010

At the request of event organisers, FISA have approved a change in dates for
this exciting event, from September 2010 to the new dates of October 29-
November 7, 2010. The change takes into account better weather conditions,
and also minimises clashes with other major sporting events.
