	Report of Strategic Planning and Development Manager dated 1 November 2005 was included in the agenda.

	
	Strategic Planning and Development Manager, Andrew McFarlane, said the Draft Urban Reserves Management Plan had been developed as part of the review of all of Council’s Reserve Management Plans and earlier decision to manage like reserves in a like manner.  He said Volume 1 of the two-volume generic plan, covering key reserves in Waipa’s urban areas, comprised parks and reserves in Cambridge and Te Awamutu.  Volume 2 (not yet drafted) will cover the parks and reserves in Ohaupo, Pirongia and Kihikihi.

	
	Mr McFarlane said that, in accordance with the requirements of the Reserves Act 1977, the Draft Plan had been notified for a period of two months and six submissions had been received which required considered.  Two of the submitters (Robyn North from Kihikihi Waikato Eventing and B Jonasson from the Cambridge Cricket Association) attended the meeting to present their submissions.

	
	The Committee considered the submissions received on the Draft Urban Reserves Management Plan and the following points were noted and amendments suggested -

	
	· The submission from the Cambridge Tree Trust covers a range of maintenance issues which have been forwarded to Asset Manager Recreation, Max Ward, for inclusion in maintenance schedules where possible.

	
	· Mr McFarlane said the Cambridge Tree Trust’s suggestions concerning Gwyneth Common had been included in the Draft Plan.  

	
	· Mr McFarlane said comments received from Council’s Property Department had resulted in the removal of Anchor Park from the Draft Plan, because of the impact the proposed western arterial will have in this area, and the inclusion of some additional text to cover the partial revocation of the reserve status at ANZAC Green.

	
	· Cr Webber asked if a half-acre section at 139 Burns Street, Cambridge could be added to the list of parks/reserves that Council takes responsibility for.  He says Council mows it on a regular basis although it is only used by people in that area.  (Chairperson Empson said staff would go out and look at the reserve to see if it should be added to the Draft Plan).

	
	· Mr McFarlane said the individual policies for Selwyn Park had been amended to reflect the submission received from the Waipa Heritage Council who are concerned about potential damage to the historical part of the reserve from community events such as fairs and circuses. 

	
	· Several Councillors said they would like overnight camping on Victoria Square controlled more vigilantly.  Following discussion it was suggested that the first sentence of page 51 “Where overnight camping will not compromise the amenity of the area or cause damage to the surface of the reserve” should be deleted as this aspect is covered in the individual policies for Victoria Square.  Councillor Taranaki suggested that special events organisers should be provided with a plan of Victoria Square to show them where trucks can be parked.

	[The meeting adjourned at 10.45am and reconvened at 10.55am.]

	
	· It was suggested that 5.1.1 (page 44) should be amended to read “Motorised vehicles other than mobility scooters, maintenance vehicles, emergency vehicles and vehicles associated with the conduct of an event will not be permitted to drive onto reserves ….”.

	
	· It was suggested that “unless Council approval has been granted” should be added to 5.3.2 (page 45) and 5.4.2 (page 46).  This covers issues such as the three day consecutive closure of a reserve, for the likes of the Waka Ama Championships, and the possible change in use of a clubrooms to “non-sporting”.

	
	· It was suggested that “during approved events” should be added to 5.5.2 on page 46 to cover the sale of food and beverages at community events.

	
	· It was suggested that 5.8.1 (page 48) should be amended to read “Information signage will be erected at the main entrance points of reserves ….” as some reserves have several entrances.

	
	· There was discussion about the wording for 5.8.6 (advertising signage) and whether this relates to permanent long-term signage on reserves where the use is predominantly for sports clubs.  It was suggested that staff look at the wording for this section and the Plan would be recommended to Council for adoption subject to section 5.8 (Signage) being reviewed.  

	
	· It was suggested that there should be reference to the Community Leisure Plan in 5.15.3 (page 52) to cover the multiple use of clubs.

	
	· It was suggested that the reference to “only through their parent bodies” in 5.17.3 (page 53) should be deleted.

	
	· It was suggested that “existing playgrounds will be progressively upgraded to the above standard” should be added to 5.18.3 (page 54).

	
	· It was suggested that in 5.21 there should be reference to the appropriate sections of the Waipa District Council Dog Control Bylaw and Dog Control Policy rather than the areas in bullet points where dogs are prohibited.

	
	The Chief Executive said the changes suggested would be made to the Draft Plan, together with some minor editing changes, and recommended to Council for adoption at its meeting on 20 December 2005.

	The Committee was reminded that, in November 2003, Council approved the “Waipa Urban Growth Strategy” (WUGS) which sought to define the supply and demand for residential and industrial land in Te Awamutu and Cambridge, and to identify suitable areas for future development.  The Chief Executive said the study identified a potential industrial growth cell of 11.98 hectares located to the east of Bond Road, Te Awamutu and, in December 2004, Council authorised the addition of approximately 7.5 hectares of rural land to the growth cell from the western side of Bond Road. He said the Committee was now being asked to authorise notification of proposed Plan Change 45 to rezone this area as an Industrial Zone.

	
	Council’s Planner, David Bayley, said a landscape assessment had been undertaken, due largely to issues raised by residents at a public open day, including a concept plan of landscaping and planting to screen future industrial development from residential areas.  He said the proposed Structure Plan, which forms part of the proposed Plan Change, sets out the framework for future development.  He said notifying the proposed Plan Change would allow the public to make submissions on the proposals.

	
	Chairperson Empson suggested that Warburton Crescent residents should be individually notified about the proposed Plan Change because they would be directly affected by it.  Councillor Sharpe suggested that Warburton Crescent residents should be sent a copy of the landscape plan.

	The Committee was informed that the Picquet Hill Structure Plan/Plan Change is one of several plan changes being investigated and proposed to implement Council’s Urban Growth Strategy (2003).  The purpose of the plan change is to provide for the future development of the Picquet Hill residential growth cell.

	
	Jeff Hextall said a major landowner in the study area opposed to the proposal, citing issues of reverse sensitivity to an existing stud operation and concerns regarding impacts on rates.  He said other landowners have confirmed their support in recent communications with Council.  He said most submissions included in the agenda were opposed to the proposal and these are mainly neighbouring landowners who are concerned about loss of amenity through rural views changing to urban views, proximity of other houses, noise and traffic.  

	
	In answer to a question from Councillor Sharpe, Mr Hextall said deferred residential zoning would be an option worthy of consideration in this area.  He said it would keep Councils options open and signal Council’s intentions to the wider community.

	The Committee was informed that Council is required to complete a review of representation arrangements by 31 August 2006 and the outcome of the review will have an effect for the 2007 and 2010 local government elections.

Group Manager Policy and Strategy, Ross McNeil, said the Local Electoral Act 2001 (LEA) requires Councils to determine the number of Council elected members, whether they are to be elected by wards, at large or a combination and whether community boards should be established or retained and, if so, the number of members (elected and appointed).  He said the Act also makes provision for the establishment of Maori Wards and Council has sought comment from Iwi on this matter.

	
	Mr McNeil said recent changes to the LEA mean that Council’sexisting arrangements no longer meet statutory requirements and a change will be necessary.  He said Council must identify its preferred representation arrangements and undertake a formal consultative process.  A range of representation options and a timeframe for the review was included in the agenda.

	
	Mayor Livingston moved, seconded Councillor Lee –

	
	That the Policy Committee confirm its preferred arrangements for representation in Waipa District and these form the basis of a proposal for public comment in accordance with the consultative requirements of the Local Electoral Act 2001 as follows -

That Maori Wards not be created;

That there continue to be two Community Boards;

That there be three unnamed wards with 12 Councillors as in 
option (c) in 
the report of the Group Manager Policy and 
Strategy dated 22 November 2005.

Mayor Livingston said the establishment of Maori Wards would have a number of implications, such as how it would relate to the Maori process of consultation, how it would affect the appointment of representatives and whether there would be an acceptance by Maori of who would represent them on Council.  He said Council’s existing representation arrangements with Maori would need to be reviewed if Maori Wards were established.

	[At 2.00pm items 15-16 were taken and the public were excluded from the meeting.  The public were readmitted at 3.50pm.]

	Responding to Mayor Livingston’s earlier comments about Maori Wards, Committee Member Roberts said it would be easier to educate and inform two elected Maori representatives than it would a Committee of 13 people.   She said the Iwi Consultative Committee could only make recommendations to Council whereas a Maori Councillor would be able to make decisions.

	Mayor Livingston said it was important for Iwi to understand the process that has to be followed for the establishment of Maori Wards and this information needs to be conveyed to the public as soon as possible.  He asked staff to write to interest groups to explain Council’s decision and the process to be followed from this point and suggested that staff offer to meet with the groups if required.
