
 
STORMWATER 
 
What Does this Activity Include? 
 
The management, maintenance and development of stormwater collection systems in urban and 
particular rural areas of the District. Stormwater is collected to maintain public convenience and safety, 
and its discharge is subject to consents granted by Environment Waikato. 
 
Stormwater assets 
 
Council’s stormwater assets comprise the following:  
 
�  117km of pipelines 
�  2110 manholes 
�  Numerous weirs  
�  Seven detention dams 
�  A pollutech detritus filter 
 
Council has prepared asset management plans covering key assets, including the services those assets 
help to deliver.  These plans are subject to ongoing review, particularly in relation to changing service 
delivery standards and expectations, and changes in the demand for and use of services.  By monitoring 
community service delivery requirements, Council will be better able to develop and manage its assets 
and ensure community demand and service levels are met in the most effective and timely manner.  
Council will be further developing and enhancing asset management plans in preparation for the 
development of the 10-year Plan 2009-19. 
 
Anticipated changes in demand for Stormwater services 
 
The growth of the District, particularly in major urban areas, and the resulting additional connections to 
the stormwater network will increase the demand on existing services.  The details of any anticipated 
changes in demand are documented in Council’s Assessment of Water and Sanitary Service, a 
summary of which in contained in Section 4B of this Plan. 
 
Asset Management 
 
HOW COUNCIL WILL ASSESS AND MANAGE THE ASSET MANAGEMENT IMPLICATIONS OF 
CHANGES TO DEMAND FOR SERVICE/CHANGES TO SERVICE PROVISION LEVELS  (Level of 
Service related) 
 
In the major towns, Council has modelled the major drainage networks, and these models are used to 
assess the impacts on service levels.  Where new developments are proposed, assessments are 
carried out in each situation. Council has approved alternative stormwater management systems for 
specific developments (e.g. Cambridge North) where it has been shown that these offer the most cost-
effective solution. 



 
WHAT ADDITIONAL ASSET CAPACITY IS REQUIRED (Growth related including new assets and 
asset improvements due to growth) 
 
Over the next ten years there will be some capital expenditure on increasing the capacity of the 
stormwater network to cater for growth in those areas served by reticulated systems.  There are some 
isolated capacity deficiencies in the existing systems and these are being progressively addressed. 
Where growth demands dictate the need for additional capacity, upgrades will be coordinated and 
managed to address existing deficiencies where possible. 
 
HOW PROVISION OF ADDITIONAL ASSET CAPACITY WILL BE UNDERTAKEN 
 
Additional capacity may be provided by developers in accordance with Council asset management 
planning requirements.  Where Council is responsible for any major stormwater works, it will be 
undertaken by contractors appointed in accordance with Council procedures. 
 
ESTIMATED COST OF ADDITIONAL CAPACITY 
 
A total of $6.4 million (over 10 years) for growth-related stormwater projects has been signalled in the 
10-year Plan.  Note: this figure has not been adjusted for inflation. 
 
HOW ADDITIONAL CAPACITY WILL BE FUNDED  
 
Additional capacity required will be funded primarily through development contributions, supported by 
rates and loans where appropriate.  Refer to Council’s Revenue and Financing Policy in Section 4 for 
further details.  
 
HOW MAINTENANCE, RENEWAL OR REPLACEMENT WILL BE UNDERTAKEN 
 
Maintenance is generally completed under an operating contract.  Major renewal and replacement 
works will generally be contracted by public tender in accordance with Council procedures. 
 
HOW COSTS OF MAINTENANCE, RENEWAL OR REPLACEMENT WILL BE MET 
 
Council has a policy to fully fund depreciation from rates.  The cost to maintain and renew a scheme is 
funded by ratepayers connected to those schemes.  Renewals are funded from depreciation reserves 
and loans. 
 
What is the extent of Council’s responsibility? 
 
Council is the primary service provider for the collection and diversion of stormwater in urban areas. 
Whilst the Council also manages a drainage regime in most rural areas, other areas are jointly 
monitored between Council and Waikato Regional Council. 
 
Why is Council involved in this Activity? 
 
Council is involved in these activities in order to fulfil the requirements of legislation and also to work 
towards the achievement of community outcomes. 



LEGISLATIVE REQUIREMENT 
 
The rationale for this service delivery stems in part from statutory obligation.  The Local Government 
Acts 1974 and 2002 empower Council to provide, repair and maintain all drainage works necessary for 
the efficient drainage of the District. 
 
CONTRIBUTION TOWARDS COMMUNITY OUTCOMES 
 
The activities included in Stormwater Services contribute to the community outcomes identified by the 
Waipa community and the Waikato Region.  Council has a variety of roles in working towards 
achievement of those community outcomes, along with other key organisations. 
 
In the process of identifying community outcomes, community health and environmental issues were 
identified as important aspects of Waipa’s future.  Council’s stormwater activities comprise systems 
maintenance, renewal and extension.  Roads, subdivisions and hard surface areas cause water run-off 
in periods of heavy rain.  Left unchecked, this can cause flooding in both urban and rural areas.  Over 
time, it can also impact on the quality of our waterways.  Without this activity, the impact of stormwater 
can have a devastating effect.  The management of stormwater, including its collection and diversion, is 
also necessary for community safety and for the protection of property and the environment.  Therefore 
the collection, management and disposal of stormwater is essential for community and environmental 
well-being. 
 
Possible negative effects of providing these services 
 
The collection and disposal of stormwater can adversely affect the quality of receiving waters.  
Compliance with resource consent conditions should mitigate any negative effects.    
 
The regulatory nature of this service also has the potential to increase customer costs of compliance.

WATER TREATMENT AND SUPPLY 
 
What Does this Activity Include? 
 
The management and operation of water treatment plants and maintenance and development of water 
supply systems. 
 
Water assets 
 
Council supplies water to consumers in the townships and surrounding communities of Kihikihi, Ohaupo 
Pukerimu, Te Awamutu, Karapiro, Cambridge and Te Rore.  The assets associated with these include: 
 
�  7 treatment plants 
�  10 booster stations 
�  2 bores 
�  13 reservoirs 
�  More than 500km of mains and reticulation 
 
Council has prepared asset management plans covering key assets, including the services those assets 
help to deliver.  These plans are subject to ongoing review, particularly in relation to changing service 
delivery standards and expectations, and changes in the demand for and use of services.  By monitoring 
community service delivery requirements, Council will be better able to develop and manage its assets 
and ensure community demand and service levels are met in the most effective and timely manner.  
Council will be further developing and enhancing asset management plans in preparation for the 
development of the 10-year Plan 2009-19. 
 
Anticipated changes in demand for Water Treatment and Supply services 
 
The growth of the District and the resulting additional connections to the system will increase the 
demand on existing services.  Council will investigate and establish new water supplies where there is a 
clear community desire for the services and a willingness from the community to fund the works.  The 
details of any anticipated changes in demand are documented in Council’s Assessment of Water and 
Sanitary Service, a summary of which in contained in Section 4B of this Plan. 
 
Asset Management 
 
HOW COUNCIL WILL ASSESS AND MANAGE THE ASSET MANAGEMENT IMPLICATIONS OF 
CHANGES TO DEMAND FOR SERVICE/CHANGES TO SERVICE PROVISION LEVELS (Level of 
Service related) 
 
Council has modelled the majority of its water supplies to identify constraints in the current supplies and 
the impact of future growth.  The information forms part of Council’s asset management plans and has 
identified where additional capacity is required.  
 
WHAT ADDITIONAL ASSET CAPACITY IS REQUIRED (Growth related including new assets and 
asset improvements due to growth) 
 
Over the next ten years capital expenditure focuses on increasing the capacity of the water supply 
schemes to cater for growth in the areas served by the schemes.  Particular focus will be given to 



ensuring the Te Awamutu/Pirongia water supply system has security of supply and sufficient capacity to 
service Pirongia and Te Awamutu communities. 
 
HOW PROVISION OF ADDITIONAL ASSET CAPACITY WILL BE UNDERTAKEN 
 
Once the additional capacity requirements are identified, the necessary upgrades are designed by 
external consultants.  Where possible the capacity upgrades are undertaken at the same time as the 
existing assets are renewed, which minimises the total cost of both renewing and upgrading the works.  
Council also contributes towards the cost of mains that are installed by developers.  This occurs when 
the mains installed are larger than is necessary for the specific development, to cater for growth beyond 
the development area.  Upgrade works will be undertaken by contractors in accordance with Council’s 
contract procedures. 
 
ESTIMATED COST OF ADDITIONAL CAPACITY 
 
A total of $7.25 million (over 10 years) for growth-related water treatment and supply projects has been 
signalled in the 10-year Plan.  Note: this figure has not been adjusted for inflation. 
 
HOW ADDITIONAL CAPACITY WILL BE FUNDED  
 
Additional capacity will be funded primarily through development contributions, and supported by loans 
and targeted rates where appropriate.  Refer to Council’s Revenue and Financing Policy in Section 4B 
of this Plan. 
 
HOW MAINTENANCE, RENEWAL OR REPLACEMENT WILL BE UNDERTAKEN 
 
Maintenance and renewal works will be undertaken by Council’s Utilities Unit and external contractors 
where required.  
 
HOW COSTS OF MAINTENANCE, RENEWAL OR REPLACEMENT WILL BE MET 
 
Council charges connected properties a fixed targeted rate or charge per unit of water.  The Council has 
a policy to fund depreciation from rates and charges.  The cost to maintain and renew the service is 
funded by ratepayers connected to the services.  Renewals are funded from depreciation reserve and 
loans.  Refer to the Revenue and Financing Policy for further details on the funding of this activity. 
 
What is the extent of Council’s responsibility? 
 
Council provides potable water to a large part of the District – both urban and rural.  The Waikato 
Regional Council assists in the compliance monitoring in regard to the taking of water for community 
purposes.  Health Waikato assists with compliance monitoring to ensure that treated water meets NZ 
Drinking Water Standards. 
 
Why is Council involved in this Activity? 
 
Council is involved in these activities in order to fulfil the requirements of legislation and also to work 
towards the achievement of community outcomes. 
 



 
LEGISLATIVE REQUIREMENT 
 
Council has a statutory obligation for the delivery of this service.  The Health Act 1956 places an 
obligation on Council to improve, promote and protect public health within the District.  Council is 
required to provide sanitary works, and by implication, is obliged to protect water supplies from pollution. 
 
The Local Government Acts 1974 and 2002 enable Council to control the source of water, and the Local 
Government (Rating) Act 2002 empowers Council to levy a charge for that service. 
 
CONTRIBUTION TOWARDS COMMUNITY OUTCOMES 
 
The activities included in Water Treatment and Supply contribute to the community outcomes identified 
by the Waipa community and the Waikato Region.  Council has a variety of roles in working towards 
achievement of those community outcomes, along with other key organisations.  In the community 
outcomes process community health was identified as an important issue for the future of Waipa District.  
Clean water is fundamental to that outcome.  Community water supplies also contribute to community 
safety (eg, fire-fighting capability) and to industrial and residential development. Council’s water supplies 
comprise the taking, treatment, storage and reticulation of water.  The service is critical to the social, 
economic and environmental well-being of the District.   
 
Possible negative effects of providing these services 
 
The taking of water for community supplies has the potential to generate adverse environmental impacts 
on the supply sources.  Extracting water is subject to resource consents, which are monitored by the 
Waikato Regional Council to ensure that long-term environmental effects are minimised.  The challenge 
for communities with reticulated supplies is to ensure the most efficient use of water resources.  In order 
to effectively manage the water resources available, Council generally requires water meters to be 
installed on properties outside of the main urban areas or where the nature of the land-use will or is 
likely to result in significantly higher levels of water consumption. 
 
Increased public health standards have resulted in significant capital investment and ongoing 
operational costs in treatment facilities in recent years.  While these costs are being met by users of the 
service, they will increase over time as Council maintains standards.  The ability of users to sustain and 
fund projected levels of expenditure to meet increasing environmental standards needs to be carefully 
considered if community economic well-being is not to be compromised. 
 
The provision of reticulated water supplies is necessary for the continued development of the District, 
particularly in and around urban areas.  Having sufficient capacity to meet reasonable development 
needs will be a precursor to maintaining and enhancing economic well-being within the District.

WASTEWATER TREATMENT AND DISPOSAL 
 
What Does this Activity Include? 
 
The management and operation of wastewater treatment plants, and the maintenance and development 
of wastewater reticulations systems. 
 
Wastewater Treatment and Disposal assets 
 
Reliable and effective infrastructure is essential for Council to fulfil its statutory obligations.  The 
Cambridge/Karapiro sewerage system and the Te Awamutu/Kihikihi sewerage system account for the 
significant assets in this activity.  These can be summarised as follows: 
 
�  28 pump stations 
�  180.9km of mains and reticulation 
�  2 treatment plants 
�  3,069 manholes 
 
Resource consents for the operation and discharge of treated effluent from the Cambridge treatment 
plant expire in 2016.  Resource consents for the operation and discharge of treated effluent from the Te 
Awamutu Treatment Plant expire in 2015.  The Kihikihi wastewater scheme, which is expected to be 
commissioned in June 2006, will be connected to Te Awamutu.  The Te Awamutu treatment plant has 
been designed for this, and the resource consents approved on that basis. 
 
Council has prepared asset management plans covering key assets, including the services those assets 
help to deliver.  These plans are subject to ongoing review, particularly in relation to changing service 
delivery standards and expectations, and changes in the demand for and use of services.  By monitoring 
community service delivery requirements, Council will be better able to develop and manage its assets 
and ensure community demand and service levels are met in the most effective and timely manner.  
Council will be further developing and enhancing asset management plans in preparation for the 
development of the 10-year Plan 2009-19. 
 
Anticipated changes in demand for Wastewater services 
 
The growth of the District and the resulting additional connections to the system will increase the 
demand on existing services.  Consequently, Council undertakes and funds the development of 
infrastructure that has adequate capacity for future as well as existing users.  In addition, Council will 
investigate and establish new sewer schemes where there is a clear community need for the services 
and an ability to fund the works.  The details of any anticipated changes in demand are documented in 
Council’s Assessment of Water and Sanitary Service, a summary of which in contained in Section 4B of 
this Plan. 



 
Asset Management 
 
HOW COUNCIL WILL ASSESS AND MANAGE THE ASSET MANAGEMENT IMPLICATIONS OF 
CHANGES TO DEMAND FOR SERVICE/CHANGES TO SERVICE PROVISION LEVELS (Level of 
Service related) 
 
Council has modelled the majority of its sewerage schemes to identify constraints in the current supplies 
and the impact of future growth.  The information has been incorporated into Asset Management Plans 
and has identified where additional capacity is required. Council is focusing on reducing infiltration into 
the sewer systems, which will have the effect of increasing capacity.  
 
 
WHAT ADDITIONAL ASSET CAPACITY IS REQUIRED (Growth related including new assets and 
asset improvements due to growth) 
 
Over the next ten years capital expenditure will be spent increasing the capacity of the sewerage 
reticulation, treatment and disposal systems to cater for growth in the areas served by the Schemes.  In 
particular this includes reticulation upgrades, and some treatment plant upgrades of various schemes. 
 
HOW PROVISION OF ADDITIONAL ASSET CAPACITY WILL BE UNDERTAKEN 
 
The need for additional capacity is identified by system performance monitoring in accordance with 
asset management requirements.  Once the need for additional capacity is identified, the necessary 
upgrades are designed by external consultants then constructed under contract.  Where possible, the 
capacity upgrades are undertaken at the same time as the existing assets are renewed, which 
minimises the total cost of both renewing and upgrading the works.  Council may also contribute 
towards the costs of mains that are installed by developers.  This occurs when the mains installed are 
larger than is necessary for the specific development, to cater for growth beyond the development area. 
 
ESTIMATED COST OF ADDITIONAL CAPACITY 
 
A total of $4.13 million (over 10 years) for growth-related wastewater treatment and disposal projects 
has been signalled in the 10-year Plan.  Note: this figure has not been adjusted for inflation. 
 
HOW ADDITIONAL CAPACITY WILL BE FUNDED  
 
Additional capacity is primarily funded through development contributions, and supported loans and 
targeted rates where appropriate.  Refer to Council’s Revenue and Financing Policy in Section 4B of this 
Plan for further details. 
 
HOW MAINTENANCE, RENEWAL OR REPLACEMENT WILL BE UNDERTAKEN 
 
Maintenance and renewal works will be undertaken by Council’s Utilities Unit and external contractors 
where required. 
 
HOW COSTS OF MAINTENANCE, RENEWAL OR REPLACEMENT WILL BE MET 
 
Council has a policy to fund depreciation from rates and charges. T he cost to maintain and renew the 
service is funded by ratepayers connected to the service.  Renewals are funded from depreciation 



reserve and loans.  Refer to the operating/capital costs and funding forecast table for details of 
proposed expenditure and funding sources for the sewerage activity. 
 
What is the extent of Council’s responsibility? 
 
Council is the service provider for the collection, treatment and disposal of sewage in the Cambridge, Te 
Awamutu and Karapiro urban areas of Waipa District.  The Waikato Regional Council assists in the 
compliance monitoring of treated effluent from Council‘s wastewater treatment plants. 
 
Why is Council involved in this Activity? 
 
Council is involved in these activities in order to fulfil the requirements of legislation and also to work 
towards the achievement of community outcomes. 
 
LEGISLATIVE REQUIREMENT 
 
The rationale for this service stems from statutory obligation.  The Health Act 1956 places an obligation 
on Council to improve, promote and protect public health within the District.  The provision of sewerage 
systems helps to protect and promote public health.  The provision of a sewerage system for Kihikihi is 
consistent with this obligation.  
 
The Local Government Acts 1974 and 2002 empower Council to provide, repair and maintain all 
drainage works necessary for the efficient drainage of the District and to treat and deal with sewage by 
physical, chemical or biological means. 
 
CONTRIBUTION TOWARDS COMMUNITY OUTCOMES 
 
The activities included in Wastewater Treatment and Disposal contribute to Waipa and Waikato Region 
Community Outcomes.  Of particular importance is the promotion of public health and the protection of 
the environment.  Efficient and effective sewerage reticulation is fundamental to these outcomes.  The 
effective management and disposal of sewerage is a District-wide issue, albeit that Council’s 
involvement is predominantly within urban, reticulated areas.  The service contributes towards social, 
cultural, economic and environmental well-being.  
 
Possible negative effects of providing these services 
 
The collection, treatment and disposal of sewage will have no significant negative effects on the social 
or cultural well-being of the community.  With inadequate monitoring and infrastructure planning, there is 
potential for significant adverse environmental effects.  Council aims to minimise this risk by ensuring 
compliance with discharge consent conditions, and by ensuring compliance with appropriate NZ 
Standards.   
 
Increased environmental standards have resulted in significant capital investment and ongoing 
operational costs in treatment facilities in recent years.  While these costs are being passed onto users 
of the service, they will increase over time as Council maintains standards.  The ability of users to 
sustain and fund projected levels of expenditure needs to be carefully considered if community 
economic well-being is not to be compromised.

SUPPORT SERVICES 
 
What Does This Activity Include? 
 
Support Services are those activities that are needed to support the Council’s activities and the delivery 
of services to customers.  Support Services is not a significant activity in its own right, but it reflects a 
significant part of Council’s operating budget.  Unlike the significant activities, which are focused on 
public service delivery, Support Services are internally focused. 
 
Support assets 
 
A range of systems, equipment and other assets necessary to support Council’s activities, statutory 
obligations and service delivery operations. 
 
What is the extent of Council’s Responsibility? 
 
Council’s Support Services can be broadly categorised as general management and administrative 
support, and comprises policy development and monitoring, financial and human resource 
management, information and administrative services.   
 
Expenditure in this area relates to internal charges recovered as overheads or internal contracts from 
other activities.  The costs of Support Services are shown as indirect costs (overheads) or direct costs 
(internal contracts) in each of Council’s significant activities. 
 
Why is Council involved in this Activity? 
 
Support Services is an essential part of ensuring Council operates in an effective and efficient manner, 
meets its statutory obligations and is able to work towards the achievement of community outcomes.  
 
LEGISLATIVE REQUIREMENT 
 
The way in which Council conducts its activities and operations is, in many cases, controlled by 
legislation.  The Local Government Act 2002 and Local Government Rating Act 2002, for example, set 
out the administrative procedures and requirements to which Council must adhere.  In addition, 
Council’s financial management must be conducted in accordance with generally accepted accounting 
practice and is subject to rigorous independent audit.  
 
CONTRIBUTION TOWARDS COMMUNITY OUTCOMES 
 
The activities included in Support Services contribute to all of the community outcomes identified by the 
Waipa community and the Waikato Region.  Council has a variety of roles in working towards 
achievement of those community outcomes, along with other key organisations.
