·  Councillor Lee noted the proposed increase in Animal Health Board 

costs from $3.3 million to over $6 million and suggested that 
Environment Waikato keep within what the Government subsidises it for 
and adjusts its budgets accordingly. 

 
·  Councillor Lee commented on the proposed 50% increase in the 

passenger services rate. 

 
·  Councillor Lee said he disagrees with the publicity campaign that 

Environment Waikato runs on behalf of local authorities because it takes 
ownership of issues that it has no ownership of. 

 
·  Councillor Lee asked for clarification on the purpose and make-up of the 

Hamilton City Council Liaison Sub-Committee. 

 
·  Councillor Webber noted that Environment Waikato already has 300 

employees and comments in its draft Annual Plan about growth and the 
need for additional staff and new buildings.  He suggested that 
Environment Waikato be asked to place a cap on staff numbers. 

 
·  Mayor Livingston said it should be pointed out that Environment Waikato 

is not faced with the same cost levels for infrastructural assets as local 
authorities.  Environment Waikato has less than $200 million worth of  
infrastructural assets whereas Waipa’s is approaching $800 million and 
has to be depreciated. 

 
The Chief Executive said staff would include the above comments in a draft 
submission which will be circulated to Councillors for comment before it is 
sent to Environment Waikato. 
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Mayor Livingston said Hamilton City Council has asked other local 
authorities to support its submission to Environment Waikato concerning 
passenger transport.  The Chief Executive said Hamilton City Council would 
like to take over operation of Hamilton’s bus services because it believes it 
can do it cheaper than the Regional Council and, as 90% of the services 
relate to the City, it is more in touch with passengers’ needs.  He said 
Hamilton City Council has suggested that the bus services should be 
operated as a local authority share service (LASS) initiative with various 
other local authorities.  He said a draft recommendation along those lines 
has been prepared by Hamilton City for each Council’s consideration. 

 
During discussion there was general acceptance from Councillors for the 
bus services being run by Hamilton City, but not through a LASS.

 Primary Part of a Venue’s Operation:  Area greater than 15% of floor 
space for gambling machine area, including area around the machines. 

 Primary Activity:  The activity(s) primarily associated with and promoted by 
the venue. 

 Private Club:  Refer to definition of ‘Club’, and in this context meeting the 
criteria of operating as a club as defined in section 65 (3), in the Gambling

 School/Licensed Early Childhood Centre:  As defined in sections 2 and 
308 of the Education Act 1989 respectively. 

 Society:  A corporate society as defined in the Gambling Act 2003 (including 
reference to section 33), which has an operator’s licence for Class 4 
gambling machines. 

 Zone:  An area of the District, defined as a zone in the Waipa District Plan. 

 1 OBJECTIVES OF THE POLICY 

  - To support the purpose and intent of the Gambling Act 2003. 

  - To provide for the continued availability of Class 4 gambling 
within Waipa District in accordance with the purpose and intent 
of the Gambling Act 2003. 

  - To control the growth of Class 4 gambling machine numbers 
within Waipa District. 
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  - To avoid the establishment of Class 4 gambling activities in 
locations close to residential areas, or other identified sensitive 
land uses. 

  - To encourage responsible gambling practices and attitudes in 
Class 4 gambling venues. 

  - To reduce the exposure and risk of exposure of under-18 year 
old persons to gambling opportunities and the promotion of 
gambling. 

  - To facilitate community access to information about the funds 
produced and distributed from Class 4 gambling within the 
District. 

  - To ensure as far as practicable that actual and reasonable costs 
relating to venue consent applications are borne by the 
applicant(s). 

 2 MAXIMUM PERMITTED NUMBER OF GAMBLING MACHINES – 
DISTRICT-WIDE 

  - The total number of gambling machines in Waipa District shall 
not exceed the greater of 242 machines or a ratio of six 
machines per 1,000 residents.  The cap shall be calculated 
annually on 1 February (or if 1 February is not a working day, 
the nearest subsequent working day) according to the above 
ratio and using the latest relevant population estimate as 
provided by Statistics New Zealand.

In such a ballot, the application drawn first will be allocated 
machines to the lesser amount of either the number of new machines 
requested, the maximum permissible or the capacity available for 
allocation.  After initial allocation, any remaining capacity will be 
allocated to the other applicant or applicants by way of an additional 
ballot, and so forth until all capacity has been allocated, or no 
qualifying applications are held. 

  If an applicant subsequently declines a venue consent offered for any 
allocation of a number of machines, that application will be treated as 
declined, and the said machine capacity will be reallocated as above. 

  Applications for a venue consent must be made on the approved form 
and must provide: 
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  (i) Name and contact details for the application, including the

  (v) Other relevant information requested by the territorial authority, 
or that the applicant wishes to provide.

He said a report has been prepared at short notice, because the 
Fire Force requires a response from Council as a matter of urgency, but as 
further clarification is required on some matters he suggested that Council 
wait until that information is available before making a final decision.  He said 
Council could resolve to support the request, in principle, and in the 
meantime obtain the information required and consult with the Pirongia 
Reserves Management Committee on this issue as this is one of the 
sections in Pirongia that it administers. 

 
Mayor Livingston invited Pirongia Voluntary Rural Fire Force representative, 
David Bowler, who attended the meeting for this item to speak on the issue.  
Mr Bowler said although this has come forward now as a matter of urgency 
the process has been ongoing over the past three years and has been 
complicated by a number of issues.  He said the Fire Force appreciates the 
process that Council has to go through before it can make a decision and 
that it has to have Council’s support in order for the redevelopment work to 
proceed.  He said the Fire Force will ask the National Rural Fire Authority if it 
can still obtain the grant in the current financial year on the understanding 
that the matter is being progressed with Council. 

 
Mayor Livingston said Council greatly appreciates the work the Pirongia 
Voluntary Rural Fire Force undertakes in the community but it is important to 
get this process right.  He said the report indicates that ownership of the 
building occupied by the Fire Force would transfer to the National Rural Fire 
Authority as a condition of providing the funding.  Mr Bowler said Council is 
the National Rural Fire Authority.  Mayor Livingston asked for that aspect to 
be clarified as a matter or urgency.
