Objective CO5  
 
That a new Objective and Explanation Statement CO5 be added as follows:  
 

CO5 
To provide for commercial activities outside the Town Centre Zone where there are 
social and economic benefits for the community and where it can be demonstrated 
that any relevant adverse effects on the environment of the town centre concerned 
will be no more than minor.  
 
Explanation: 
While visitor intensive activity is generally to be concentrated in the Town Centre 
Zone there may be circumstances where other areas may be able to be developed 
for commercial / mixed use activities without impacting on the role or function of the 
town centre concerned. Council may consider the establishment of visitor intensive 
activities in areas removed from the Town Centre Zone (or surrounding General 
Zone) where it is demonstrated that such activities will have no more than minor 
adverse effects on the town centre concerned.

Policy CO4A 
 
That a new Policy and Explanation Statement CO4A be added as follows: 
 

CO4A 
To provide for commercial / mixed use activities in areas of the District which do not 
form or surround existing town centres, to an extent that it can be demonstrated that 
such activities will not undermine the role and function of the town centres, as 
contained within the Town Centre Zone and the General Zone areas surrounding 
the town centres of Cambridge and Te Awamutu 

 
Explanation 
While commercial activities are generally to be concentrated in the Town Centre 
Zone or the surrounding general zone (policies CO3, CO12) there may be 
circumstances where other areas may be able to be developed for 
commercial/mixed use activities without impacting on the role or function of the town 
centre concerned.  Council may consider the establishment of visitor intensive 
activities in areas removed from the Town Centre Zone (or surrounding General 
Zone) where it is demonstrated that the adverse effects of such on the amenity and 
function of the town centre concerned and the social and economic well-being of its 
community will be no more than minor. 

 
The General Zone on Cambridge Road, Te Awamutu was established pursuant to 
this policy. 

 
Policy CO3 
 
That the existing Policy CO3 and fourth paragraph of the Explanation Statement be 
amended as follows: 
 

CO3 
To require encourage the containment of visitor intensive activities (particularly 
retailing) in defined ‘core areas’ (the Town Centres Zone) of Te Awamutu and 
Cambridge 

 
Explanation 
However in the Mystery Creek Exhibition Centre Zone and the General Zone, 
commercial activities are provided for as an exception to the general requirement to 
contain visitor intensive activities in the defined core areas of Te Awamutu and 
Cambridge 

 
Policy CO6 
 
That the existing Policy CO6 be amended as follows: 
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CO6 
To encourage energy efficiency by allowing intensive development in town centre 
areas and requiring encouraging concentration of visitor intensive activities, 
particularly retailing. 

 
Explanation to Objective CO4 
 
That the existing explanation to Objective CO4 be amended as follows: 
 

The broad strategy for sustainable management of town centres in the district is to 
consolidate visitor intensive activities (particularly retailing) in defined ©core© areas 
(Town Centres Zone) supported by mixed activity areas for the wide range of 
activities (General Zone) in any urban community. 

 
It is recognised that there may be circumstances (such as the lack of availability of 
suitably sized land parcels) where it is not feasible for proposed large scale 
commercial developments to be located in areas surrounding the defined ©core 
areas©. Council may consider the extension of the General Zone to locations that do 
not surround the Town Centres Zone.  
 
The District Plan anticipates that visitor-intensive activities will generally be located 
in the Town Centre zone.  It is also recognised that there may be circumstances 
when large scale visitor intensive activities may be appropriately located in the 
General zone, including poor site availability in the Town Centre zone or avoidance 
of adverse effects on Town Centre amenity.  It is therefore appropriate to provide for 
visitor intensive activities as permitted activities in the Town Centre zone and to 
complement that with provision for consideration of large scale visitor intensive 
activities in the General zone. 
 

Explanation to Policy CO7 
 
That the existing sentence at paragraph 4 of the explanation to Objective CO7 be deleted 
as follows: 
 

To some extent the Cambridge and Te Awamutu commercial centres are insulated 
from these trends – both towns are too small for sizeable alternative centres to be 
viable, and the distance to Hamilton provides some protection 

 
General Zone Statement 
 
That the General Zone Statement be amended as follows: 
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The General Zone covers extensive areas surrounding the primarily retail ‘core’ of 
Te Awamutu and Cambridge; areas in Kihikihi, Leamington and Bruntwood. These 
areas contain a mixture of land uses of mainly residential, commercial and light 
industrial character. The zone also covers the ex-timber yard site on Cambridge 
Road in Te Awamutu. 
 
Previous zonings attempted to allocate areas within the large historical areas now 
zoned ‘General’ according to land use classifications. The emphasis of this plan is 
on controlling the effects of various activities undertaken through performance 
standards, rather than making assumptions about effects on the basis of what can 
be rather artificial distinctions between types of land use. A wider range of activities 
is now permitted in the historical areas zoned ‘General’, but standards relating to 
buildings and operations likely to give rise to adverse effects are generally higher 
and more comprehensive.  
 
Sections 4 and 5 of Part 1 of this Plan discuss resource management issues arising 
from what can be broadly termed ‘commercial’ and ‘industrial’ types of activity. The 
broad strategy for ‘industrial’ activities is to require that where they operate in and 
around the town centre they must meet stringent standards making them compatible 
with other activities in these areas, and to provide separate Industrial Zones for 
activities unable to meet these standards.  
 
The broad strategy for commercial activities is to concentrate visitor intensive 
activities, particularly retailing, in defined central areas (the ‘Town Centres’ Zone) 
and discouraging the spread of visitor intensive activities into the surrounding 
General and Residential zones There may however be circumstances where 
Council could consider the establishment of commercial activities away from defined 
central areas where it is demonstrated that any adverse effects of such activities on 
the amenity and function of the town centre concerned and the social and economic 
well-being of its community will be no more than minor. 
 
The Rules recognise that there is a wide range of existing activities within the 
historical areas now zoned General and consequently the performance standards 
required of new developments and activities reflect the sensitivity of existing 
activities in the particular locality which surround the General Zone.  

 
Town Centre Statement 

 
That the second paragraph of the Town Centre Zone Statement be amended as follows: 

 
As outlined in Section 5 of Part 1 of this Plan, the broad strategy for these activities 
(traditionally classified as ‘commercial’) is to encourage the concentration of 
concentrate visitor intensive activities, particularly retailing, in defined central areas. 
and to discourage the spread of visitor-intensive activities into the surrounding 
General and Residential Zones.   There may however be circumstances where 
Council could consider the establishment of commercial activities away from defined 
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central areas where it is demonstrated that any adverse effects of such activities on 
the amenity and function of the town centre concerned and the social and economic 
well-being of its community will be no more than minor.

That the planning maps be amended as follows:  
 
To change the zoning of Lots 11 – 17 DPS 3190, Lots 1 & 2 DPS 5211, Lot 2 DPS 
822 from Residential Zone to General Zone. (Map 32) 
 
To change the zoning of Lot 1 DPS 9872 from Rural Zone to General Zone. (Map 
32) 
 
To change the zoning of Lot 1 DPS 9872 from Rural Zone to General Zone. (Map 
34) 
 

Appendix 35 
 
That the Development Concept Plan prepared by Woodhams Meikle Zhan (SK1-13) be 
added as Appendix 35 to the Waipa District Plan. 
 
Rule 5.3.1.4 
 
That a new Rule 5.3.1.4(c) (Controlled Activities) be added as follows: 
 

Any integrated development in general accordance with the development concept 
plan SK1-13 prepared by Woodhams/Meikle/Zhan Architects dated 21-04-06 as 
contained in Appendix 35 of the Waipa District Plan, and which satisfies the 
following conditions: 
 
a) The maximum aggregate gross floor area of the development shall be not 

exceed that shown on the development concept plan (being 17284 m2) and 
the aggregate gross floor area of buildings 1-12 shall not exceed 12,174 m2 
within which the gross floor area of building 1 (including internal mezzanine 
areas) shall not exceed 6,200 m2 and the aggregate gross floor area of 
buildings 2-12 shall not exceed 6,420 m2 ; and 

 
b) The gross floor area to be developed for retail activities within buildings 1-12 

shall not exceed 12,000 m2 and within buildings 2 – 12 [excluding the 
supermarket, timber merchant (building supply outlet), service station and 
café / restaurant and any activity provided for by Rule 5.3.1.2] shall not 
exceed 6000m2; provided that: 
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i) No more than six (6) four (4) individual retail tenancies of less than 
350400m2 gross leasable floor area (excluding the service station and 
restaurant) shall be permitted; 

 
ii) The maximum size of any individual retail activity shall be 1500m2 

gross leasable floor area (excluding the supermarket); and 
 
c) There shall be a maximum of one (1) supermarket within the development; 

and 
 
d) There shall be a maximum of two (2) restaurants or cafes within the 

development, not contributing to the limit in (b); and 
 
e) Activities within the threshold (a) that fall outside those provided for in (b), (c) 

and (d) above include automatic teller machines, external yard display space 
for otherwise controlled activities, health care services, child care facilities 
and indoor recreational activities. 

 
f) No building shall be located closer to the external legal boundaries of the land 

over and above that shown on the concept plan; and 
 
g) The provision of on-site carparking shall not be less than 1 carpark per 33m² 

26m² of gross floor area; and 
 
h) Compliance with the permitted activity development control standards set for 

the General Zone 
 
i) The proposed design of road improvement works to Cambridge Road and the 

Cambridge Road / SH3 roundabout shall be in accordance with the design as 
detailed in the Traffic Impact Assessment prepared by Maunsell Limited 
dated May 2006 and submitted with the application documents for Plan 
Change 53.  In brief, this requires that the SH3 / Arawata Street/Cambridge 
Road roundabout be enlarged to a 2 lane roundabout and that some road-
marking alterations, minor road widening, and a pedestrian refuge island on 
Cambridge Road should be implemented. 

 
For the avoidance of any doubt, a development will be considered to be in general 
accordance with the development concept plan, provided the amended development 
satisfies  the conditions in 5.3.1.4(c) (a) to (i) and notwithstanding changes to the 
number of tenancies proposed or minor changes: 
 
�  To the layout of any particular building; 
�  To the location of buildings (provided the change does not decrease the 

shortest distance between the building and external boundaries of the 
development site as indicated on the development concept plan); 
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�  To on-site vehicle circulation, precise carparking and loading 
locations/dimensions, or to the western accessway involving the use of the 
existing right of way shown on the Development Concept Plan. 

 
For the avoidance of doubt the following definitions shall apply in respect of the 
matters set out above: 
 
Gross Floor Area: Means the sum of the gross floor area of all floors of all 
buildings on a site measured from the exterior faces of the exterior walls or from the 
centerlines of walls separating two buildings. Gross floor area shall: 
 
(a) Include elevator shafts, stairwells and lobbies at each floor and mezzanine 

floors and balconies 
 
(b) Exclude any provided carparking, loading and servicing areas and access 

thereto and building service rooms containing equipment such as lift 
machinery, tanks, air conditioning and heating plants. 

 
Gross Leasable Floor Area: Means the sum of any floor areas (within the external 
walls of buildings designed for tenant occupancy and exclusive use including both 
freehold and leased areas. It includes any stock storage or preparation areas 
whether exclusive or not but excludes the following areas where these are common 
and not designed for rental: liftwells and stairwells including landing areas, corridors 
and malls, building service rooms, required parking areas. 
 
Supermarket: A retail activity over 1500m2 gross floor area, primarily selling pre-
prepared fresh food / groceries and beverages, as well as other non food goods in 
an ancillary capacity, with 10 or more persons employed. 
 
Building Supply Outlet: A retail activity primarily engaged in providing building 
hardware, materials and products to either the general public or trade based 
businesses. 
 
Restaurant / Café:  Retail activities primarily engaged in providing pre-prepared 
and fresh meals, food and beverages for consumption on and off the premises. 
 
Individual Retail Activity: A single retail tenancy whose gross floor area or gross 
leaseable floor area cannot be sublet or leased to any other retail activity, where this 
would result in floor area of more than six (6) four (4) tenancies in the development 
being less than 350m² 400m². 
 
Health Care Services: means services relating to physical and medical health and 
welfare performed by duly qualified practitioners or by persons in their employ and 
includes surgical procedures and day patient care, dentists and veterinary surgeons 
but excludes a hospital. 
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Child Care Services: A facility for the care and/or education of children, and shall 
include, but not be limited to, a crèche, or day care centre, There shall be no 
provision for overnight accommodation. 
 
External Yard Display Space: an area, which may be secure, but is not fully 
enclosed by walls, roofing or permanent construction materials for the storage and 
display of goods intended for use in external conditions. 
 

Rule 5.3.1.5 
 

That a new Rule 5.3.1.5 (Restricted Discretionary Activities) be added as follows: 
 

5.3.1.5 
Non-compliance with Rule 5.3.1.4C(i) would default consideration of the land use 
application to a restricted discretionary activity and any such application shall be 
restricted to the assessment of traffic effects and the appropriate upgrade and 
mitigation works which are necessary to protect the safety and efficiency of the road 
network. 
 

Renumbering of existing Rules 5.3.1.5 and 5.3.1.6 
 
That existing Rule 5.3.1.5 and 5.3.1.6 be renumbered Rule 5.3.1.6 and 5.3.1.8 
respectively.  
 
Rule 5.3.1.6   
 
That a new clause 5.3.1.6 (c) be added to the renumbered Rule 5.3.1.6 (Discretionary 
Activities) as follows: 
 

5.3.1.6(c) 
Any proposed land use activity which is not in general accordance with the 
development concept plan SK1-13 prepared by Woodhams/Meikle/Zhan architects 
dated 21-04-06 as contained in Appendix 35 of the Waipa District Plan. 
 
Any departure from the Development Concept Plan contained in Appendix 35 which 
does not satisfy the conditions in Rule 5.3.1.4(c) sub-clauses b, d, f, g, h. 
 
In addition to the assessment criteria set out in Rule 5.6, the Council when 
considering an application for a discretionary activity under Rule 5.3.1.4(c) shall also 
take into account the following matters: 
 
�  The extent to which any proposal is consistent with achieving the relevant 

objectives and policies for commercial activities as set out in Section 5 to the 
policy section of the Waipa District Plan; and 
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�  The extent to which any proposal has the potential to generate more than 
minor adverse distributional effects on the town centre of Te Awamutu.  

 
�  The extent to which any proposal has the potential to generate more than 

minor adverse distributional effects on the town centre of Te Awamutu. The 
extent to which any proposal includes road improvement works to Cambridge 
Road and the Cambridge Road/SH3 roundabout that are in accordance with 
the Traffic Impact Assessment prepared by Maunsell Limited dated May 2006 
and submitted with the application documents for Plan Change 53, or 
otherwise approved by Transit New Zealand and the Roading Manager – 
Waipa District Council. 

 
 
 

Rule 5.3.1.7: 
 
That a new Rule 5.3.1.7 (Non Complying Activities) be added as follows: 
 

5.3.1.7 
Any departure from the Development Concept Plan contained in Appendix 35, which 
falls under one or more of the following categories; 
 
i) Any development which does not satisfy the conditions in Rule 5.3.1.4(c) sub-

clauses a, c and e, or  
 
ii) Any development which seeks a greater number of buildings than is identified 

on the Development Concept Plan (excluding the area shown as ‘Non core 
Retail’).  

 
increases the overall retail trading space or departs from the specified retail 
outlet sizes (excluding the Bulk Retail Timber Merchant) shall be a non-
complying activity.  

 
For the purpose of providing an evaluation of adverse effects on the town 
centre, an assessment will be required with reference to the economic reports 
presented as part of Plan Change 53 and current retail distribution data and 
analysis 

 
Rule 5.4.10 
 
That the first paragraph of Rule 5.4.10 (Building Height) be amended as follows: 
 

No building or other structure shall penetrate a height plan 20 .0 metres parallel to 
the ground; except that: 
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a)  aAt the Bruntwood General Zone no building or other structure shall 
penetrate a height plane of 12.0 metres parallel to the ground; and 

 
b) On the land subject to the development concept plan contained in Appendix 

35 no building or other structure shall penetrate a height plane of 15.0 metres 
parallel to the ground and the building structures associated Units 12 – 14 
shown on that plan shall not exceed a height plane of 8.0 metres parallel to 
the ground and the Bulk Retail Timber Merchant shall not exceed a height 
plane of 12.0 metres parallel to the ground.  

 
Rule 5.4.9 
 
That the third paragraph of Rule 5.4.9 (Access) be amended as follows: 
 

Front sites and rear sites shall be served by a single vehicle crossing; except that 
any development on the land subject to the development concept plan contained in 
Appendix 35 shall be permitted three vehicle crossings.

�  The designating, acquisition and vesting of land as State 
Highway as required to accommodate proposed road 
improvement works associated with the upgrading of the 
Cambridge Road / SH3 roundabout. 

�  The enlargement of the Cambridge Road / SH3 roundabout to a 
2 lane roundabout and implementation of road-marking 
alterations, minor road widening and a pedestrian refuge island 
on Cambridge Road. 

�  The final design of the roundabout being subject to an 
independent safety audit and satisfactorily meeting the 
requirements of Transit New Zealand as confirmed in writing by 
the Regional Manager. 

�  Trading from any premises located within the area covered by 
Development Concept Plan (SK1-13) as contained in Appendix 
35 to the Waipa District Plan and/ or the construction works of 
this development, if this will result in a significant adverse 
effects to traffic at the roundabout, shall not commence until the 
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roundabout and other road improvement works have been 
completed to the satisfaction of Transit New Zealand and the 
Roading Manager – Waipa District Council, as confirmed in 
writing. 

�  In addition the recommendations of the Gabites Porter Traffic 
Assessment Review dated 16 October 2006 shall be 
implemented, which shall include the provision of road widening 
or indented parking bays on the northern side of Cambridge 
Road opposite the subject site to provide on street car parking 
for residents 

 
(b) Landscaping (a landscaping plan prepared by a suitably qualified 

person with reference to the visual impact report prepared by Connell 
Wagner and the development concept plan attached as Appendix 35 
shall be submitted with any application for land use consent for a 
controlled activity.

PART 1: INTRODUCTION 
 
1 The Waipa District Council Regulatory Committee (the Committee) has heard and 

considered a Plan Change Application (Plan Change 56) by Waipa District Council to 
enable the creation of ‘Maungatautari Ecological Island Lots’. This decision report 
provides the Committee’s assessment and resolutions on the Plan Change and is 
presented in the following Parts:

PART 2: RESOLUTIONS 
 

2. That in accordance with clause 10 of the First Schedule of the Resource 
Management Act 1991 (RMA), Plan Change 56 to the Waipa District Plan be 
approved with modifications as detailed in this decision report. 

3. That the submissions and further submissions to Plan Change 56 be decided in 
accordance with the resolutions contained within this decision report (Refer Part 12). 

4. That in accordance with Section 37 of the RMA, the time period for receiving 
submission 56.6 from Peter Holmes be extended to 24 October 2008 to enable this 
submissions to be formally received and included in the assessment of Plan Change 
56. 
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5. That in accordance with Section 37 of the RMA, the time period for receiving further 
submission 56.2.1 from William Garland and Robert Taylor be extended to 15 
December 2008 to enable this further submissions to be formally received and 
included in the assessment of Plan Change 56. 

 

PART 3: REASONS FOR DECISION 
 
6. The full assessment and reasons for the Committee’s decisions on Plan Change 56 

are contained within this decision report with the individual submissions and further 
submissions discussed in Part 12.  By way of summary and to encapsulate the main 
findings of the Committee, the following summary reasons are provided: 

 
i) The Committee is satisfied that the proposed plan change will promote the 

sustainable management of resources and is therefore in accordance with the 
purpose of the Resource Management Act 1991 (RMA).  

 
ii) The Plan Change is consistent with, and complimentary to, the objectives and 

policies of the Operative Waipa District Plan.    
 
iii) Potentially adverse effects resulting from the Plan Change are outweighed by 

the significant environmental gains that the Plan Change will promote. 
 
iv) The Plan Change will provide for the protection of significant indigenous 

vegetation and significant habitats of indigenous fauna, which are matters of 
national importance listed under section 6 of the RMA. 

 
v) Potentially adverse effects on rural amenity values will be minor due to the 

dispersed nature of MEI lots.   
vi) The ‘Transferable Development Right’ requirements imposed by the Plan 

Change will ensure that development of MEI lots does not undermine the 
integrity of Waipa’s Special Landscape Character Areas  

 
vii) Amendment to proposed Rule 10.6.1.4(h) is necessary to reflect a better balance 

between the essential access needs of the fence maintenance authority and 
safeguarding the operational rights of affected landowners. 

 

PART 4: BACKGROUND  
 
7. The original Maungatautari Reserve (1557.63ha) was Gazetted as a Scenic reserve 

in 1927, under the Scenic Preservation Act 1908. Acquisition of privately owned 
forest adjoining the reserve continued until 1983 when the reserve was officially 
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classified for Scenic Purposes under the Reserves Act 1977. The area of the 
reserve at that time had grown to 2409 ha. 

 
8. Following appointment to control and manage the Reserve, Waipa District Council 

continued to acquire additional privately owned forest, upgrade boundary fences, 
legalize access to water supplies and improve the north-south tramping track. Pest 
control during this time was limited to reducing possum numbers, primarily to control 
the infestation and spread of bovine tuberculosis. 

 
9. The Maungatautari Ecological Island Trust (MEIT) was formed in February 2002 and 

signaled a new era of reserve management. MEIT’s organizational vision is to 
remove introduced mammalian pests and predators from Maungatautari, and to 
restore the forest to a healthy diversity of plants and animals.     

 
10. In the 7 years since 2002, MEIT has constructed a 47km pest proof fence around 

the forested cone of Maungatautari Mountain, effectively creating an ecological 
island. Inclusive of both public and private property, the ecological island 
encompasses an area of approximately 3,400 ha.  

 
11. Poison drops have subsequently eradicated mammalian pests within the island. 

Since then, native fauna such as North Island brown kiwi, kaka and takahe have 
been successfully reintroduced. The ecological island is now the largest and one of 
the most successful ‘in-land’ ecological islands in New Zealand. 

 
12. The ongoing success of the ecological island is dependent upon the integrity of the 

perimeter pest proof fence, the alignment of which affects both public and private 
property. Whilst the involvement of landowners has been integral to the success of 
the project, it has also raised complex issues with regards access over private 
property for the purpose of ongoing fence maintenance.   

 
13. The Waipa District Plan acknowledges the value of generic pest proof fencing as a 

means of protecting significant bush stands. Historically, however, the provisions of 
the Plan are limited in their ability to recognize the contribution of Maungatautari 
landowners towards maintaining the integrity of this nationally important asset. 

 
14. Recognizing this, Waipa District Council has pursued a change to the Operative 

District Plan to enable affected landowners to better utilize the Plan’s Environmental 
and Heritage Protection provisions. The Plan Change sought to promote the 
benefits of pest proof fencing in general, and the Maungatautari Ecological Island in 
particular.  

 
15. The Plan Change also sought to recognize the contribution of Maungatautari 

landowners who have included (and are prepared to protect) land within the

ecological island and are providing legalised access around the perimeter fence to 
safeguard the ongoing integrity of this important infrastructure.          

 

5 SITE DESCRIPTION  
 
16. Plan Change 56 affects all properties contained within the Maungatautari Ecological 

Island and all properties immediately adjoining its perimeter fence. The Plan Change 
area therefore includes, but is not limited to, the Maungatautari Scenic Reserve. A 
location Plan showing the Maungatautari Ecological Island is included as Figure 1 
below. 

 
                 Figure 1: Location Plan 

17. Maungatautari Mountain is a native forest-covered andesitic volcano located 
approximately 11km south-east of Cambridge.  The mountain and its forested 
slopes are a visually dominant feature within the landscape of the central Waikato 
basin.  

 
18. Approximately 3363 hectares of the mountain is currently lying under either native 

forest or regenerating native forest. A large area of this land (approximately 2530 
hectares) is set aside under the Reserves Act 1977 as a Scenic Reserve. The 
Scenic Reserve is administered by the Waipa District Council, and the balance of 
the mountain comprises a combination of private and multiple-owned Maori land. 
The dominant visual characteristic of the Ecological Island is indigenous bush. 
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19. The land immediately surrounding the ecological island is in private ownership and 

utilized for a variety of farming purposes. Consequently, the landscape immediately 
abutting the Ecological Island is a modified one, which has been converted to a 
variety of hill farming practices. Whilst this land does have isolated pockets of bush, 
the dominant visual characteristic is that of a pastoral landscape with farm dwellings 
and other associated improvements.    

 
20. The area affected by the Plan Change is zoned Rural in the operative District Plan. 

The area is also recognized by the District Plan as a Special Landscape Character 
Area (‘SLCA’), for which special development provisions apply. The implications of 
SLCA status are discussed later in this report.   

 
21. The Plan Change area is held in various Certificates of Title, comprising a 

combination of European and multiple-owned Maori land.  

 

6 PROPOSAL  

 
22. Plan Change 56 seeks to amend the District Plan to enable the creation of 

Maungatautari Ecological Island Lots (MEI Lots) in recognition of voluntary 
landowner protection of the Maungatautari Ecological Island.  

 
23. MEI lots are proposed as a location-specific alternative to the District Plan’s generic 

Environmental Protection Lot (‘EPL’) provisions. The proposed changes are 
complementary to the EPL provisions, but are tailored to recognize the specific 
circumstances of Maungatautari landowners, many of whom have made private land 
available for public and environmental gain. 

 
24. Plan Change 56 will enable the creation of MEI lots for land:  
 

·  On which any part of the pest proof fence around Maungatautari Ecological 
Island, or of its associated external maintenance track, has been or may be 
constructed and is either vested in Council as reserve, or is legally protected 
by way of Council-approved covenant (or similar); and / or, 

 
·  Which due to segregation and / or enclosure by the pest proof fence has 

become part of the Maungatautari Ecological Island or includes a part of the 
associated external maintenance track, and is either vested in Council as 
reserve or is legally protected by way of a Council-approved covenant (or 
similar); and / or 
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·  On which a landowner has created a legalised easement for the purpose of 
enabling public access over private property within the Maungatautari 
Ecological Island.  

 
25. As a consequence of the Plan Change, it will also be necessary to amend the 

following parts of the Operative District Plan: 

 

·  Amend Planning Maps 11, 12, 15, 16 to overlay boundaries of the 
Maungatautari Ecological Island onto existing Planning Maps. 

·  Add Planning Map 11A to show the Maungatautari Ecological Island in its 
entirety. 

·  Amend Rules 10.3.2.2, 10.3.2.2(e) and Rule 10.6.1.4(e)(ii) to include 
reference to Maungatautari Ecological Island Lots. 

·  Add Rules 10.3.2.2(h) and 10.6.1.4(h) to include reference to Maungatautari 
Ecological Island Lots and to specify the standards for the creation of MEI 
lots. 

·  Add Policies SU15B, SU16C, SU16D, RU64, RU65 and Policy HG5 to 
recognize the significance of the Maungatautari Ecological Island, the added 
value created by landowners and the necessity to relocate MEI lots away 
from Special Landscape Character Areas.    

·  Add as Appendix 30 – the Schedule of Maungatautari Ecological Island 
Entitlements.  

 
 
PART 7: STATUTORY FRAMEWORK 
 
26. The Plan Change process is subject to the provisions of the Resource Management 

Act 1991 (RMA). Any Plan Change is subject to the purpose and principles of the 
RMA (Sections 5 to 8), with the overriding purpose of the RMA being “to promote 
the sustainable management of natural and physical resources”.  

 
27. Section 73 enables a district plan to be changed by a territorial authority, subject to 

the provisions set out in Schedule 1. Section 74 of the RMA sets out the matters to 
be considered by Council when preparing or changing a District Plan. Sub-section 
74(3) specifically prohibits consideration of trade competition effects. 

 
28. Council must carry out an evaluation of the Plan Change in accordance with Section 

32 of the RMA. 
 
29. After considering a Plan Change, Council may decline, approve, or approve the Plan 

Change subject to modifications. Clause 10 of the First Schedule specifies the 
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manner in which a Council shall set out its decision that must include reasons for 
accepting or rejecting any submission.  

 
PART 8: RELEVANT PLANS AND POLICIES 
 
30. The three documents relevant to this Plan Change application are, the Operative 

Waipa District Plan (WDP), the Waikato Regional Plan (WRP), and the Regional 
Policy Statement (RPS). The Waipa District Plan is the key planning document.  

 
 
 

Waipa District Plan 

 
31. The WDP provides the resource management framework for subdivision and 

landuse consent activities within the Waipa District. Part 1 of the WDP sets out the 
objectives and policies for the District, while Part 2 sets out the rules.  

 
32. The relevant objectives and policies which need to be considered in relation to this 

Plan Change are as follows:  
 
Objectives and Policies relating to sustainability and landscape character 
areas 
 
Objective RU1 
To manage the rural environment so that changes induced by humankind do not 
significantly affect the ability of the land and water to sustain the activities of human, 
animal and plant communities. 
 
Policy RU1 
To identify the different landscape character areas within the District and create 
controls and performance standards appropriate to the special circumstances of 
each area and design guidelines as may be required.  

 
 Policy RU2 

To protect the existing landscape character of Mount Kakepuku, Mount Pirongia and 
Mount Maungatautari and the steep hill country around them. 

 
 Policy RU3 

To identify the different landscape areas of the mountains and provide management 
guidelines for development which will recognise and enhance the landscape 
character of each of the areas. 

 
 Policy RU4 
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To protect the present character of the upper slopes of Mount Pirongia and Mount 
Maungatautari. 

 
33. Plan Change 56 is considered consistent with these policies and objectives 

because, whilst its fundamental purpose is the protection of Maungatautari’s 
indigenous upper slopes, the Plan Change incorporates provisions to ensure the re-
location of MEI lots away from Maungatautari’s SLCA. In this way, the rural 
environment is being managed in such a way that changes introduced by 
humankind will not significantly affect the ability of that environment to sustain the 
activities of human, animal and plant communities. 

 
 

Policies relating to Indigenous Bush, Indigenous Vegetation and habitats of 
Indigenous Fauna: 

 
Policy RU22 
To identify areas of significant indigenous bush or trees in the District Plan, and 
devise a variety of methods to ensure their protection.  
 
Policy RU37 
To protect areas of significant indigenous vegetation and significant habitats of 
indigenous fauna. 

 
34. Areas of significant bush and trees which Council considers to be worthy of 

protection are listed in Appendix 14 and shown on the Planning Maps. Whilst the 
District Plan rules discourage the clearing or irreparable damage to indigenous trees 
or vegetation, they do not prescribe any other controls on practices which could 
have an adverse effect on them. The WDP recognizses that additional methods of 
protection will be required, and therefore it encourages other, non-regulatory, 
voluntary means of protection. The WDP also specifically seeks to protect 
indigenous bush and vegetation by promoting voluntary covenants (such as the 
Queen Elizabeth the Second Covenants), and / or by financially assisting 
landowners with the fencing of protected areas. 

 
35. Overall, Plan Change 56 is consistent with these policies because it facilitates the 

protection of significant indigenous vegetation in a manner envisaged by Policy RU 
22.  

  
 Policies Relating to the Protection of Prime Agricultural Land 
 

Policy RU39 
To ensure that prime agricultural land remains available for future primary 
productive use. 
 
Policy RU40 
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To encourage activities which would compromise the future use and availability of 
prime agricultural land to locate in alternative rural and urban locations. 

 
36. Plan Change 56 does not advocate the loss of prime agricultural land. Whilst the 

Plan Change could result in the growth of rural residential development elsewhere in 
the District, it does not follow that prime agricultural land will necessarily be lost in 
that process. Added to this, the objectives and policies of the WDP exclude 
dwellings and activities that are lawfully established from being assessed in terms of 
loss of productive land. Therefore, the Plan Change is therefore consistent with 
Policies RU 39 and RU 40.  

 
 
 Policies Relating to Maori Culture and Traditions 
 

Policy RU41 
To ensure that Maori conservation ethics and issues are taken into account in the 
management of rural areas. 
 
Policy RU42 
To protect assets of cultural significance to Maori. 
 
Policy RU43 
To consult with Iwi on issues of cultural significance including kaitiakitanga and 
waahi tapu. 

 
37. Maori conservation ethics have been taken into account in the management of 

Maungatautari because provision for Iwi representation is specifically made within 
Council’s Maungatautari Reserve Committee (‘MRC’). The MRC was established to 
provide environmental and cultural advocacy in the ongoing management of this 
unique reserve, and was instrumental in the development of this Plan Change. 
Maungataurai is an asset of cultural significance to Maori, and the conservation 
ethics promoted by this Plan Change will ensure consistency with Policies RU 41 to 
RU 43.        

 
Objectives and Policies in Relation to Subdivision 

 
Objective SU1 
To facilitate the efficient subdivision of property including arrangements such as unit 
titles and long leases. 
 
Objective SU2 
To ensure that subdivision takes into account the effects of consequent land 
development and use. 
 
Policy SU2B 
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To provide for most types of subdivision of land in the Rural Zone, except for those 
parts of the Rural Zone within a Rural Residential Area or the Lake Karapiro Rural 
Residential Area, as a Discretionary Activity provided the specified standards for the 
relevant zone are met and specified natural values are preserved. 
 
Policy SU7 
To ensure that subdivision and consequent development preserves natural features 
as far as practicable. 
 
Policy SU12 
To provide for subdivision to facilitate public works, the preservation of natural 
values, the protection of sites, buildings and objects listed in Appendices 10 to 14 
and to facilitate the development and operation of significant activities for which 
discretionary or non-complying resource consent has been granted and given effect 
to.      
 
Policy SU13 
To prevent the further subdivision of rural land except in the situations covered by 
Policies SU14-SU16 and SU22 below. 
 
Policy SU15A 
To provide for the subdivision of Environmental or Heritage Protection Lots to 
encourage the legal protection of areas and sites of recognised value to the District 
and communities and ensure on-going management to maintain or enhance their 
environmental quality. 
 
Policy SU16B 
To allow, within the Rural Zone, the transfer of the entitlement to create an 
additional allotment from one property to another where the ‘donor property’ is within 
the Outer Control Noise Boundary of Hamilton Airport, within a Special Landscape 
Character Area, within 500metres of Industrial Zones, adjacent o a State Highway or 
a ‘Primary Road’ (as shown in the District Planning Maps) within an environment lot 
buffer area and within 500m of a site used for mineral extraction and the ‘receiving’ 
property is not within a similar area, or within one kilometre, measured in a straight 
line, from a Residential, or General Zone in Cambridge, Te Awamutu, Kihikihi, 
Ohaupo, Karapiro, Pirongia, Temple View, Ngahinapouri, Hautapu, or not within one 
kilometre from the Hamilton City Boundary or within the Deferred Residential Zone. 
 

38. The Plan Change is consistent with the objectives and policies in relation to 
subdivision because it facilitates the subdivision of property in a manner that takes 
into account the effects (both positive and negative) of consequent land use and 
development. 
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Objectives and Policies in Relation to Heritage 
 
 Objective HG1 
 To identify in the District Plan all heritage objects and areas of architectural, 

historical, cultural, spiritual, scientific or ecological significance. 
 
 Objective HG4 
 To protect heritage objects and areas from adverse effects of incompatible uses and 

activities. 
 
 Objective HG5 
 To develop incentives and inducements to ensure the retention and enhancement of 

heritage items and natural features.    
 
 Policy HG1 
 To clearly identify in the District Plan all heritage objects and areas that have high 

conservation or heritage status. 
 
 Policy HG4 
 To identify significant stands of bush or trees and significant specimen trees in the 

District Plan, and devise a variety of methods to ensure their protection.  
 
39. These objectives and policies recognizes that the cost of maintaining heritage items 

can be prohibitive, and in some circumstances cause hardship to property owners. 
Financial or development incentives are necessary to encourage and facilitate the 
ongoing protection of heritage items. Mechanisms such as transferable development 
rights or the subdivision of lots to preserve and protect natural features of value to 
the community are appropriate inducements in some circumstances.     

 
40. Trees and bush are identified by the community as having a significant value in the 

Waipa landscape and are thus worthy of protection. The protection of significant 
bush stands needs to be reinforced by the use of a number of techniques, including 
rates relief, grants for fencing, covenants, the creation of Environmental or Heritage 
Protection Lots or even the acquisition of land by Council.  

  
41. By facilitating a method to ensure the ongoing protection of a significant bush stand, 

Plan Change 56 is consistent with the objectives and policies relating to heritage 
protection.  

 

Waikato Regional Policy Statement 

 
42. The Waikato Regional Policy Statement (‘WRPS’) sets out the objectives, policies 

and implementation methods to address the significant resource management 
issues of the Waikato region.  It provides policies and a range of methods to achieve 
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integrated management of natural and physical resources, and guides the 
development of sub-ordinate plans (such as Regional and District plans) in the 
consideration of resource consents. The WRPS became operative in October 2000. 

 
43. The relevant part of the WRPS is Section 3.11 which deals with Biodiversity (Plants 

and Animals). Section 3.11.4 ‘Maintenance of Biodiversity’, recognizes biodiversity 
as important in maintaining ecosystem viability. Biodiversity is lost when ecosystems 
are broken up or damaged by inappropriate use, or by invasion of unsuitable flora 
and fauna. The objective in relation to Section 3.11.4 is “Biodiversity within the 
Region is maintained or enhanced.” 

 
44. Policy One of Section 3.11.4 is to “avoid, remedy or mitigate adverse effects on 

biodiversity.” The WRPS identifies several means of implementing this policy, one of 
which is: 

 
“4. Investigate, in conjunction with landowners and other agencies, alternative 

mechanisms for the sustainable management of indigenous vegetation.”   

45. The Plan Change is consistent with Policy One because it promotes the 
Maungatautari Ecological Island as an alternative mechanism for the sustainable 
management of Maungatautari’s indigenous ecosystems. It also advocates a 
partnership approach between landowners and other agencies. 

46. Policy Three of Section 3.11.4 is the “protection and management of indigenous 
vegetation and habitats of indigenous fauna”. The WRPS identifies the following as 
a means of implementation: 

“6. Through regional and district plans and annual plans consider the use o , 
firstly the following mechanisms for the protection of areas of significant 
indigenous vegetation and significant habitats of indigenous fauna: 

1. Economic instruments as an incentive to protect areas of significant 
indigenous vegetation and significant habitats of indigenous fauna.” 

47. The Committee considers the Plan Change to be consistent with Policy Three 
because it advocates the creation of Maungatautari Ecological Island Lots as 
recognition for protecting significant habitats of indigenous flora and fauna. In effect, 
MEILs are ‘economic instruments’ as envisaged by Policy Three.    
 
Waikato Regional Plan 
 

48. The Waikato Regional Plan (WRP) became operative in September 2007. The WRP 
contains policy and methods to manage the natural and physical resources of the 
Waikato region. The WRP is the implementation arm of the Regional Policy 
Statement.  
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49. There are no provisions of the operative WRP that are directly relevant to this Plan 
Change proposal. Modules in relation to ‘Water’, ‘Air’ and ‘Rivers / Lakes’ are not 
applicable because the Plan Change is not advocating water takes or discharges to 
air or water. Nor is the ‘Land and Soil’ module applicable because the Plan Change 
will not result in issues of ‘accelerated erosion’ or ‘contamination of land’. Whilst 
discharges onto land have historically been necessary for the purpose of pest 
eradication, these activities have already been consented by Environment Waikato.     

 

PART 9: ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT  
 

Social and Economic 
 

50. Plan change 56 has the potential to stimulate social and economic wellbeing. 
Landowners who voluntarily covenant bush and who are able to satisfy the eligibility 
criteria, may be entitled to the creation of Maungatatari Ecological Island Lots. The 
economic wellbeing of landowners will be enhanced because MEI lots have a 
commercial value which can be realized as part of a subdivision process.  

51. The requirement to relocate MEI lots away from Maungatautari arguably has a two-
fold social benefit. Firstly, the re-location of MEI lots away from the foothills of 
Maungatautari will ensure that the environs of this SLCA are preserved as far as 
practically possible in their natural state. Secondly, the creation of MEI lots will meet 
a community demand for transferable titles that may be required in other (less 
sensitive) parts of the District. 

 

Visual and Landscape 

52. The principal outcome the Plan Change will be the ongoing preservation of 
Maungatautari’s indigenous bush. To this extent, the Committee considers there will 
be little or no visual change to the Maungatautari Ecological Island. The only visual 
change within the ecological island will be the regeneration of indigenous bush, 
where species have been able to recover as a result of the island’s pest free status.     

53. The perimeter pest-proof fence surrounding Maungatautari is a visual reminder of 
the mountain’s ecological island status. However, this is existing infrastructure and it 
is noted that this is not being introduced as a result of the Plan Change itself.  

54. The Plan Change will increase the potential for subdivision through the MEI lot 
provisions of the WDP. Typically, visual and landscape changes are a bi-product of 
the subdivision process, as development potential is realized with new titles created. 
In this instance, however, the provisions of the Plan Change require that MEI lots 
are relocated away from the Maungatautari SLCA to less sensitive areas. Therefore, 
little or no rural residential development (resulting from MEI lots) is expected in the 
immediate environs of Maungatautari, with this landscape remaining substantially 
unchanged. 
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55. The relocation of MEI lots to other parts of the District will result in changes to the 
receiving environment. These changes are expected to be incremental and of a rural 
residential nature. Whilst the Plan Change has the potential to create up to 102 new 
‘entitlements’, it does not follow (a) that these will all be realized, and (b) that they 
will relocate to the same location. The further away and more ‘scattered’ MEI lots 
are re-located from the Maungatautari SLCA, the more diluted the effects on the 
landscape. Added to this, the District Plan’s existing TDR provisions restrict the 
number of allotments that can be relocated to one per recipient holding.          

56. Visual impacts associated with subsequent development will be controlled through 
the Rules and provisions of the District Plan. Where development is unable to meet 
the provisions of the District Plan, and where buildings are able to meet the bulk and 
location requirements of the Rural Zone, an application for resource consent would 
be expected. Under the provisions of the RMA, affected parties would then be party 
to the process of determining the acceptability of otherwise of such development. 

57. Overall, and based upon an assertion that those MEI lots which are realized will be 
dispersed throughout the District, the Committee considers the visual and landscape 
impacts of the Plan Change to be less than minor.  
 
Rural Amenity Values 

  
58. Amenity value is defined under the RMA to mean those “natural or physical qualities 

and characteristics of an area that contribute to people’s appreciation of its 
pleaseantness, aesthetic coherence, and cultural and recreational attributes” 
(Section 2). In the case of Maungatautari’s environs, amenity value stems from a 
rural and moderately undeveloped landscape, where agricultural industries are the 
predominant activity. Although technically a modified landscape on the foothills and 
surrounds of Maungatautari, the SLCA still retains a natural feel which is dominated 
by the backdrop of Maungatautari’s indigenous bush. A key consideration is 
therefore the extent to which the Plan Change will modify this environment and 
undermine existing rural amenity values.  

 
59. An objective of the Plan Change is to provide inducements and incentives to protect 

Maungatautari’s indigenous bush and the integrity of the Maungatautari Ecological 
Island. The long-term effect (of the Plan Change) is the protection of indigenous 
bush, and an increase in bio-diversity as flora and fauna within the ecological island 
recover. Therefore the amenity values associated with the locality will be enhanced 
as a result of the Plan Change, with the physical characteristics of Maungatautari 
continuing to dominate the landscape.  

 
60. In addition to the ecological benefits described above, the Plan Change also has the 

potential to increase rural residential activity through the creation of MEI lots. The 
Landowner Schedule contained within Appendix 30 of the Plan Change identifies up 
to 101 potential MEI lots. Collectively, this extent of rural residential development 
could affect rural amenity values if these were to be realized in close proximity to 
each other. In this instance, however, the Committee notes that MEI lots are 
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required to ‘TDR’ (re-locate) from the Maungatautari SLCA to less sensitive areas. 
Added to this, the District Plan’s existing TDR provisions only enable the transfer of 
one TDR lot per recipient holding. Therefore, the concentration of MEI lots will 
diffuse as they are relocated elsewhere in Waipa District, and so too will associated 
impacts on rural amenity values.      

 
 Traffic 
 
61. At worst, the Plan Change will generate traffic associated with MEI lot creation and 

subsequent rural residential development. However, given that MEI lots are only 
able to be realized in less sensitive areas of the District, the traffic effects associated 
with rural residential development are expected to be diluted and less than minor. 

 

 ECOLOGICAL EFFECTS 
 
62. By promoting the accommodation of a pest proof fence and thus protecting 

indigenous bio-diversity, the Plan Change will inevitably have a beneficial effect on 
ecological values. The integrity of the island’s pest free status, and thus the 
ecological health of the mountain, relies upon the ongoing cooperation of affected 
landowners. The Plan Change will provide incentive for the voluntary protection of 
ecological values by affected landowners. 

 
63. By maintaining the integrity of the perimeter fence and thus the pest free status of 

Maungatautari itself, it will enable the re-introduction of species lost through 
predatory pressures. It will also provide opportunity to participate in the recovery of 
nationally threatened and endangered species. Overall therefore, the Committee 
considers that the ecological effects associated with the Plan Change are beneficial 
only.  

 
 
 Heritage & Cultural Issues 

64. Maungatautari is a source of spiritual pride and prestige for Waikato Iwi, and as 
such is of high cultural value. It is also a natural heritage asset in its own right, and 
is recognised as such in the District Plan. Because development resulting from the 
creation of MEI lots is unlikely to be realised in the immediate locality, the 
Committee considers it unlikely that the Plan Change would adversely affect cultural 
values. Added to this, it is noted that no submissions in opposition to the Plan 
Change have been received from local Iwi.  

 

65. Because the creation of MEI lots is dependent upon the covenanting and protection 
of ecological values, the Committee considers it more likely that heritage, cultural 
and spiritual values will be enhanced as a result of the Plan Change.  
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 Positive Effects 

66. In assessing the proposed Plan Change, it is appropriate to evaluate all matters 
which relate to effects, including any benefits which might accrue from knock-on 
activities. 

 

67. Plan Change 56 will clarify and extend provisions relating to Environmental 
Protection Lots (EPL) and Heritage Protection Lots. At present, these provisions 
acknowledge the value of pest proof fencing, but do not recognize the uniqueness or 
scale of the Maungatautari Ecological Island. Consequently, many landowners 
affected by the ecological island have been unable to utilise the EPL provisions, 
despite the inclusion of private land within the ecological island and the 
accommodation of the perimeter fence on private property. Therefore, a significant 
positive effect is the clarity and certainty that the Plan Change will provide for 
affected landowners. In clarifying eligibility criteria for MEI lots, the Plan Change will 
also lead to consistency in decision-making.  

 

68. Another beneficial effect resulting from the Plan Change is the inclusion and 
protection of private land within the ecological island, and the protection of the pest-
proof fence which is predominantly located on private property. Both assets will 
need to be protected in perpetuity in order to qualify for MEI lot entitlement.    

 

69. The single most significant benefit resulting from the Plan Change is the long- 
regeneration of Maungatautari’s unique indigenous ecosystems. Without the 
incentives provided by the Plan Change, the pest free integrity of the ecological 
island would have a lesser chance of success, as would the regeneration of native 
flora and fauna. 

 

70. The Committee considers that other benefits resulting from the Plan Change will 
include the increased choice available for rural subdivision (resulting from MEIL 
relocation), and the downstream social and economic benefits that accompany that 
process.     

 
PART 10: RMA PART II ASSESSMENT  
 
71. Part II of the RMA sets out the purpose of the Act which is to “Promote the 

sustainable management of natural and physical resources”. It requires Council to 
undertake a balancing exercise and make a broad judgement as to whether the 
application will promote the sustainable management of natural and physical 
resources. 
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72. The Committee considers the extent to which this application promotes the 

sustainable management of natural and physical resources to be reasonably clear-
cut. On the one hand, the Plan Change will increase the likelihood for MEI lot 
entitlements and therefore subsequent rural residential development. On the other, 
these short-term costs are to be compensated by longer-term environmental and 
community gains. 

 
73. The Plan Change will facilitate the protection of a natural resource in a way and at a 

rate which enables not only Maungatautari landowners to provide for their social and 
economic wellbeing, but the wider community at large. Without implementation of 
the Plan Change, the sustainability of the pest proof fence, and thus the protection 
of indigenous bush, would have a lesser chance of success.    

 

PART 11: SECTION 32 ANALYSIS 
 
74. Council undertook an evaluation of the alternatives, benefits and costs of the 

proposed Plan Change prior to Plan Change 56 being publicly notified. Section 32 
(2) of the RMA requires Council to undertake a further evaluation of the proposal 
before making a decision on the proposed Plan Change: this includes an evaluation 
of the information supplied under Section 32(1).  

75. A Section 32 evaluation is required to examine the extent to which each objective is 
the most appropriate way to achieve the purpose of the RMA. It is also required to 
examine whether, having regard to their efficiency and effectiveness, the policies, 
rules or other methods are the most appropriate for achieving the objectives. That 
evaluation is undertaken as follows. 

 

Section 32(3)(a) 

The extent to which each objective is the most appropriate way to achieve the 
purpose of this Act.   

76. Plan Change 56 does not seek to amend or change objectives within the District 
Plan. The underlying objectives for the Rural Zone, for Special Landscape Character 
Areas, for ‘heritage’ and for ‘subdivision’ in general are to remain as existing. Within 
the context of Section 32, the relevant objectives will remain: 
 
RU1: To manage the rural environment so that changes induced by humankind do 

not significantly affect the ability of the land and water to sustain the activities 
of human, animal and plant communities. 

SU1: To facilitate the efficient subdivision of property including arrangements such 
as unit titles and long leases. 

SU2: To ensure that subdivision takes into account the effects of consequent land 
development and use.  
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HG1: To identify in the District Plan all heritage objects and areas of architectural, 
historical, cultural, spiritual, scientific or ecological significance. 

HG4: To protect heritage objects and areas from adverse effects of incompatible 
uses and activities. 

HG5: To develop incentives and inducements to ensure the retention and 
enhancement of heritage items and natural features.    

RS1: To manage the development of residential activities in urban and rural areas 
in order to minimize adverse effects on natural and physical resources, avoid 
significant adverse environmental effects and maintain the social and 
physical wellbeing of residents.  

  

 Section 32(3)(b) 

Whether having regard to their efficiency and effectiveness, the policies, rules 
or other methods are the most appropriate for achieving the objectives. 

 
76. This arm of the Section 32 analysis requires assessment as whether the changes 

proposed by Council are sufficiently effective in achieving the desired objectives. 
The assessment has taken into account the benefits and costs of the proposed 
amendments, together with the risks or acting or not acting.  

 
77. Six policy and five rules changes are proposed to give effect to the Plan Change. 

This follows the existing format of the District Plan that uses a framework of policy 
and rules to give effect to the Plan’s objectives. On the basis that there is already a 
settled policy / rule framework in place, the policy / rule method is considered to be 
the most efficient and effective way to give effect to the objectives. It would be 
inefficient to introduce methods that do not fit the existing District Plan framework. 

 
78. The individual efficiency and effectiveness of the amended policy and rule 

provisions for achieving the objectives of the District Plan are assessed as follows.    

 
Amendment to Rule 10.3.2.2 
 

80. The amendment of Rule 10.3.2.2 is appropriate for the purpose of ensuring that 
subdivision on the basis of Maungatautari Ecological Island Lots is recognized as a 
Discretionary Activity, consistent with existing subsections (a) to (g). It is appropriate 
for giving effect to the provisions of Rule 10.3.2(2)(h), and thus providing certainty 
for potential subdividors.  
 

81. The objectives that the Rule needs to give effect to (HG 4 and HG 5), seek to 
protect heritage areas and to develop incentives and inducements to ensure their 
ongoing preservation. The rule is considered the most appropriate for achieving 
these objectives because it provides linkage between MEI lots and the performance 
standards identified in Rule 10.6.1.4.      
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 Amendment to Rule 10.3.2.2(e) 
 

82. The amendment to Rule 10.3.2.2(e) is appropriate for ensuring that MEI lots are 
recognized as potentially transferable lots, thereby ensuring consistency with the 
other transferable categories already listed in this Rule. The amendment is 
considered the most appropriate to facilitate the efficient subdivision of property 
(Objective SU 1) and as a means of inducement for the retention and enhancement 
of heritage values (Objective HG 5). Without amendment to Rule 10.3.2.2(e), MEI 
lots would be denied ‘transferable development status’ and therefore would be 
unable to be relocated from sensitive areas to less sensitive areas. The amendment 
is therefore an efficient and effective mechanism to manage the rural environment 
such that changes induced by humankind do not significantly affect the ability of the 
land and water to sustain the activities of human, animal and plant communities 
(Objective RU 1). 

 
New Rule 10.3.2(2)(h) 

 
83. This new rule is necessary to define the circumstances by which MEI lots can be 

created. The criteria specified in Rule 10.3.2(2)(h) can be seen as the core of the 
Maungatautari Plan Change because it establishes the circumstances by which MEI 
lots can be established. The rule is appropriate for ensuring the safety and 
sustainability of the Rural Residential Policy Area, and is therefore appropriate for 
giving effect to Objective RU 1. The rule is also appropriate because it enables 
Council to manage the environs of Maungatautari in a sustainable manner, and 
therefore assist Council in carrying out its functions to achieve the purpose of the 
RMA.     

 
Amend Rule 10.6.1.4(e)(ii) 

 
84. Rule 10.6.1.4(e) identifies standards for Transferable Development Right (‘TDR’) 

allotments. It enables the transfer of the entitlement to create an additional allotment 
from one holding to another, whether the holdings are in the same ownership or not.  
Subsection (ii) of this rule identifies the holdings from which the entitlement may be 
transferred (i.e. it lists ‘donor sites’ from which entitlements can be taken). 
Amendment to this rule is necessary to ensure that the environs of Maungatautari 
Ecological Island are recognized as a legitimate ‘entitlement source’ from which 
allotments are encouraged to relocate. The amendment is appropriate to ensure 
clarity of Plan interpretation, and to ensure consistency with the other proposed Plan 
changes.  
 

85. The objective that this rule needs to give effect to (SU1) seeks to facilitate the 
efficient subdivision of property. The amendment is considered the most appropriate 
for giving effect to this objective because it provides linkage between MEI lots and 
the Discretionary performance standards of Rule 10.6.1.4.  
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86. The Committee considers the risk of not incorporating this amendment to be 
inconsistency with the other provisions promoted by Plan Change 56. Not including 
this provision would lead to confusion for landowners who are potentially entitled to 
TDRs.   
 
Amendment to Rule 10.6.1.4 to include 10.6.1.4(h) – Standards for 
Maungatautari Ecological Island Lots 
 

87. The Committee considers this rule to be pivotal to the overall success of the Plan 
Change. Rule 10.6.1.4 identifies the specific performance standards for 
Discretionary Activity subdivision criteria identified in Rule 10.3.2. Whilst the 
underlying Rule currently provides for ‘environmental or heritage protection lots’, 
performance criteria is insufficiently flexible to accommodate the unique 
circumstances of the Maungatautari Ecological Island. Therefore, the addition of 
subsection (h) is necessary in order to recognize MEI lots as an additional stand-
alone Discretionary subdivision provision. 
 

88. The objectives that this rule needs to give effect to (SU1 and HG5) seek to facilitate 
the efficient subdivision of property, and to create inducements for the retention and 
enhancement of heritage items and natural features. The amendment is appropriate 
for giving effect to these objectives because MEI lots are potentially inducements in 
their own right, and by clarifying criteria for their creation, it contributes towards the 
efficient subdivision of property.      
 

89. The risk of not incorporating this amendment is inconsistency with the other 
provisions promoted by the Plan Change. Specifically, MEI lots would be 
acknowledged through the overview of Rule 10.3.2.2, but there would be no 
performance criteria to specify standards for MEI lot creation. This would lead to 
confusion and uncertainty for landowners who are potentially entitled to MEI lots. It 
would also lead to ambiguity and inconsistency in the administration of the District 
Plan.  
 

90. The Committee recognizes that access to and protection of the perimeter pest proof 
fence is critical to the ongoing integrity of the Maungatautari Ecological Island. It 
also recognizes that landowners who accommodate larger lengths of fence (i.e. 
more than 2 kilometres) on their property, will face greater disruption to farming 
practices as a result of ongoing fence inspection, maintenance and repair. 
Therefore, the Committee considers that further amendment to Rule 10.6.1.4(h) is 
necessary in order to recognize this risk, and to enable landowners with the greatest 
lengths of fence to have more control over fence access. In this way, the 
amendment will achieve a greater balance between the inspection needs of the 
fence maintenance authority and the access controls required by landowners. On 
balance, however, the risk associated with having this provision is outweighed by 
the risks of not having it.       

 
Add Policy SU15B 
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91. Proposed Policy SU15B seeks to provide for the protection of the Maungatautari 

Ecological Island, its surrounding pest proof fence and its maintenance track 
network. The natural heritage values of the Ecological Island are dependent upon 
the integrity of its supporting infrastructure. Therefore, a policy which seeks to 
provide for the protection of that infrastructure will have knock-on benefits for the 
protection of the ecological island itself. The Committee considers the addition of 
Policy SU15B to be an appropriate means of giving effect to Objective HG4 because 
it will facilitate the ongoing protection of a heritage area from the adverse effects of 
incompatible activities. In effect, the policy is also identifying the Maungatautari 
Ecological Island as an area of ecological significance and in doing so, is an 
appropriate means of achieving Objective HG1. The risk of not incorporating this 
amendment is inconsistency with the other provisions of the Plan Change.    

 
 Add Policy SU16C 
 
92. Policy SU16C provides for the transfer of entitlements where the donor property is 

included within Appendix 30. It recognizes the circumstances whereby MEI lots can 
be created and acknowledges the Maungatautari Ecological Island as an entity in its 
own right. It is appropriate for achieving the objectives of the District Plan because 
its facilitates the efficient subdivision of property and is therefore consistent with 
Objective SU1. By providing for the transfer of entitlements, the policy is an efficient 
means of managing development in rural areas and therefore assists in giving effect 
to objective RS1.     

 
93. The risk of not incorporating this amendment is a continuing policy / rule framework 

which has insufficient recognition of the Maungatautari Ecological Island. By not 
specifically allowing for the transfer of MEI lot entitlements, it potentially encourages 
the retention of MEI lots within the donor holdings. This would in turn undermine the 
integrity of the Special Landscape Character Area.       

 
 Add Policy SU16D 
 
94. Policy SU16D requires the transfer of MEI lot entitlements from SLCAs to less 

sensitive areas. The policy is appropriate because it not only facilitates the efficient 
subdivision of property (SU1), but assists in the management of the rural 
environment (RU1). It also ensures that subdivision takes into account the effects of 
consequent land development (SU2) because development resulting from MEI lot 
entitlement is steered away from sensitive SLCA environments. 
 

95. The risk of not incorporating this amendment is an inconsistent policy / rule 
framework which potentially ‘opens the door’ for the realization of MEI lots within the 
Maungatautari SLCA. This would promote conflict and inconsistencies in the 
administration of the District Plan.  

 
 Add Policy RU64 
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96. Policy RU64 encourages the voluntary protection of significant ecological values and 

identifies the Maungatautari Ecological Island as one such resource. The policy is 
appropriate because it supports Objectives HG4 and HG5 and provides clear 
linkage between ‘Environmental or Heritage Protection Lots’ and ‘Maungatautari 
Ecological Island Lots’.  

 
Add Policy RU65 
 

97. Policy RU65 recognizes the value added to the Maungatautari Ecological Island as 
a result of legalized access over private property, and as a result of private land 
included within the ecological island. The Committee considers these contributions 
to be important because they facilitate access for maintenance and environmental 
monitoring purposes, both of which are essential for the ongoing integrity of the 
ecological island.  
 

98. The policy is appropriate because, although the Plan Change is ostensibly to 
recognize voluntary landowner cooperation to date, the provision for MEI lots is also 
a mechanism to ensure the retention and enhancement of a natural heritage feature; 
it is therefore an appropriate means of facilitating Objective HG5. A long-term 
consequence of legalized access is improved environmental quality and the better 
protection of natural heritage areas from the adverse effects of incompatible uses 
and activities. Therefore, the proposed policy is also consistent with Objective HG4.        
 
Add Policy HG5 

 
99. Policy HG5 acknowledges the value of pest free enclosures as a means of 

managing threats to indigenous ecosystems. The linkage between introduced 
mammalian pests and the welfare of indigenous ecosystems is not currently 
addressed by the District Plan, despite the fact that predation and competition from 
mammalian pests is one of the primary reasons for the decline of New Zealand’s 
indigenous fauna. Therefore, the additional policy will address a gap in the District 
Plan framework and clearly recognizes the synergy between pest free enclosures 
and the health of indigenous ecosystems.  
 

100. Policy HG5 is appropriate for 2 reasons. Firstly, it is a means of protecting heritage 
areas from incompatible activities, such as grazing by stock. It is therefore 
consistent with Objective HG4. Secondly, it will assist in the management of the 
rural environment so that changes induced by humankind (e.g. farming or 
recreational practices) do not affect the ability of land to sustain the activities of 
animal and plant communities. It is therefore consistent with Objective RU1. The risk 
of not including this amendment is a continuing policy / rule framework which alludes 
to the value of pest proof fencing without clarifying the linkage between pest free 
enclosures and the health of indigenous ecosystems.   
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Add Appendix 30 – Schedule of Maungatautari Ecological Island (MEI) 
Entitlements 

101. Appendix 30 is a schedule of potential MEI lot entitlements, for landowners affected 
by the Maungatautari Ecological Island. The Appendix includes eligibility criteria as a 
means of providing consistency and transparency in the administration of 
environmental and heritage-related subdivision provisions. By providing clearer 
direction on the applicability of MEI lot provisions, Appendix 30 will contribute 
towards the more efficient subdivision of property. It is therefore an efficient and 
effective means of giving effect to Objective SU1. It will also assist Council in 
carrying out its functions to achieve the purpose of the RMA. 
 
Amendment to Planning Maps 11, 12, 15 and 16 and the addition of Planning 
Map 11A. 

 
102. Amendment is required to Planning Maps 11, 12, 15 and 16 to reflect the 

boundaries of the Maungatautari Ecological Island. It is also proposed to add 
Planning Map 11A which will highlight the Maungatautari Ecological Island in its 
entirety. 
 
Amendment to the Planning Maps is necessary to ensure consistency throughout 
the policy / rule framework. If the Planning Maps were not amended to recognize the 
Maungatautari Ecological Island, there would be ambiguity and uncertainty over the 
extent of Ecological Island boundaries. By identifying the ecological island 
boundaries, it will assist in the consistent administration of the District Plan. The 
amendment to Planning Maps will also provide greater clarity and certainty for 
potentially affected landowners.      
 

103. In conclusion, and with respect to the considerations of Section 32(3)(b) only, the 
Committee considers the proposed Plan Change to be generally the most 
appropriate way of achieving the objectives of the District Plan and / or the purpose 
of the RMA.

Discussion: 

 

Submission 56.1 and Further Submission 56.1.1 requested the principle of the 
Maungatautari Plan Change be extended to include the ecological values of 
Maungakawa Hill.  Notwithstanding Maungakawa’s specific ecological values, the 
Committee considers that amendment of the Plan Change to incorporate this area 
would be significant and well beyond the scope of the original proposal. Plan Change 56 
was drafted to address the complexities of New Zealand’s largest in-land ecological 
island. Given the specificity of Plan Change 56 to Maungatautari’s environment, and 
given the involvement of stakeholder groups in progressing the Plan Change thus far, 
amendment to accommodate Maungakawa Ecological Island Lots is considered too 
significant a departure from the notified Plan Change. Also, because Maungakawa 
landowners have not been consulted over the principle of this amendment, it would be 
inappropriate to incorporate this amendment as an afterthought.  

 

Submission 56.4 seeks an additional MEI lot entitlement on the basis that a unique 
private wetland area (now protected by way of QE2 Covenant and enclosed by a pest 
proof fence) has the potential to generate revenue and supplement the activities of the 
Maungatautari Ecological Island Trust. The Committee considers the wetland to have 
genuine ecological value because it adds diversity to the overall value of the Ecological 
Island, which is predominantly native bush. Notwithstanding that, the area of wetland, 
its perimeter fence and its associated walking tracks have all been factored into the 
proposed eligibility schedule. It would be inappropriate to increase the number of MEI 
lot entitlements unless it could be justified on the basis of the existing criteria (which it 
cannot), or unless the criteria itself were changed to reflect the diversity and 
significance of ecological values. The latter approach would require a significant re-
assessment of the eligibility philosophy and is not considered appropriate.  

 

With respect to submission 56.4, the Committee considers that amendment to the Plan 
Change is not necessary because the additional entitlement can be more appropriately 
justified through the District Plan’s existing Environmental or Heritage Protection Lot 
provisions. These provisions provide the flexibility needed to recognize specific 
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ecological values, and provide a good ‘fit’ for the landowner circumstances.  In the 
Committee’s  opinion, use of these provisions would not affect eligibility for MEI lot 
entitlements, to which the landowner will still be entitled.    

 

Submissions 56.3 and 56.5 support the Plan Change predominantly for environmental 
reasons. The Plan Change was structured to achieve consistency with the Regional 
Policy Statement and also to ensure that MEI lots would be realized clear of Special 
Landscape Character Areas. Whilst submission 56.5 welcomes additional incentives to 
protect ecological buffers and corridors, Council is expected to explore these options 
as part of its upcoming Environmental Strategy review. Given that some of these 
incentives may be non-regulatory and beyond the scope of the District Plan, 
amendment of the Plan Change is not a pre-requisite to achieve these outcomes.        

 

Submission Decisions: 

 

(1) That submissions 56/3 and 56/5 in support of Plan Change 56 be accepted. 

 

(2) That those parts of submissions 56/1 and 56/4 in support of Plan Change 56 be 
accepted 

 

(3) That those parts of submissions 56/1, 56/4 and further submission 56/1/1 seeking 
amendment to Plan Change 56 be rejected. 

 

Consequential Amendments to the Plan Change: 

None 
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Reasons for Decision: 

 

1. The Committee is satisfied that the Plan Change will promote the sustainable 
management of resources and is therefore in accordance with the purpose of the 
Resource Management Act 1991. 

 

2.  Extension of the Plan Change to incorporate Maungakawa Hill is beyond the scope 
the notified Plan Change, and landowners who would be affected by that amendment 
have not been consulted as part of the Plan Change process.   

 

3.  Amendment of the eligibility criteria to recognize a protected wetland area is not 
necessary because this can be acknowledged through the existing provisions of the 
District Plan.

Discussion: 

 

The notified Plan Change required 24-hour access to the pest proof fence for emergency 
repair and maintenance purposes. These terms were unacceptable to further submitter 
56.2.1 because of the disruption caused to day-to-day farming activities. It was also 
considered that the one-off MEI lot entitlements were insufficient compensation for ongoing 
landowner cooperation (concerning access), and cyclical MEI entitlements were sought 
instead.   

 

The MEI lot entitlement schedule is the result of lengthy consultation between Council staff 
and the Maungatautari Reserve Committee (MRC), which is a Standing Committee of 
Council. The MRC includes representation from landowners, Iwi and other affected 
stakeholders. On the basis that the principle of ‘one-off’ MEI lot entitlements was found to 
be acceptable to the MRC, and that so few submissions have been received in response to 
the notified Plan Change, the Committee considers the principle of one-off entitlements to 
be ‘well bedded’. The Committee also considers the limited number of submissions to be 
indicative that the Plan Change as notified is generally acceptable to most stakeholders. 
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The Committee considered that amendment of the Plan Change to the extent proposed by 
further submission 56.2.1 would undermine the certainty and transparency which the Plan 
Change sought to provide.  

 

However, the Committee agreed that the certainty of access required by the fence 
maintenance authority should not be at the expense of landowner’s day-to-day operational 
needs. Whereas immediate access is essential to effect emergency fence repairs, the 
access needed for monitoring and inspection has a lesser degree of urgency. Therefore, 
the Committee considers that distinction could reasonably be made between ‘access 
required for emergency repair purposes’ and ‘access needed for routine monitoring and 
maintenance’ and proposed Rule 10.6.1.4(h) could be amended accordingly.   

 

The Committee also recognized that the longer the length of fence on private property, the 
greater the risk that access will be required for emergency and maintenance purposes, and 
therefore the greater the potential for disruption to farming practices. On that basis, the 
Committee considers that further amendment to Rule 10.6.1.4(h) can be justified in order to 
provide larger landholdings with the flexibility needed to manage third party access to the 
fence. This does not absolve larger landholdings from providing access, but rather, enables 
use of ‘agreements’ to better manage how and when that access is provided. The 
Committee considered that landholdings with 2 kilometres or more of pest proof fence 
faced the greatest risk of disruption due to fence inspection activities. Therefore, 
amendment of Rule 10.6.1.4(h) to enable ‘specified terms of access’ could only be 
applicable to landholdings above the 2km ‘fence threshold’.             

 

The amendment to Rule 10.6.1.4(h) is aimed at providing a more equitable balance between 
the needs of the fence maintenance authority and the operational rights of affected 
landowners.   

 

In consideration of the other issues raised by further submission 56.2.1, the Committee 
notes that landowners are not required to enter into agreements with the fence 
maintenance authority, nor to contribute land to the Ecological Island. It is expected that 
landowners choosing to utilize these Plan Change provisions will do so voluntarily or not at 
all. Therefore, if incentives or compensation is deemed to be insufficient, there is no 
requirement for landowners to enter into legally binding arrangements, to accommodate 
fencing or to provide access over private property.  

 

The Committee considers there to be insufficient justification for amending eligibility 
criteria to enable ‘cyclical MEI lot entitlements’ as a means of future-proofing the 
relationship between the fence maintenance authority and landowners. Not only would this 
constitute a significant departure from the philosophy of ‘one-off’ entitlements, it would fail 
to provide the certainty of access required by the fence maintenance authority, and thus 
potentially undermines the long-term integrity of the perimeter fence. Also, because there 
are no guarantees that future District Plans will have provision for MEI lot entitlements (or 
even TDRs), it is considered that reliance upon ‘cyclical MEI lot entitlements’ would be a 
high-risk strategy with indefinite outcomes. On balance therefore, and notwithstanding the 
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recommended change to Rule 10.6.1.4(h) above, the Committee considers that the eligibility 
criteria and entitlement schedule (Appendix 30) should remain as existing. 

 

In consideration of submission 56.6 (seeking greater compensation) the Committee again 
considers that if incentives or compensation is deemed to be insufficient, there is no 
requirement for landowners to enter into legally binding arrangements, to accommodate 
fencing or to provide access over private property.

(1) That further submission 56.2.1 be accepted as a late submission. 

 

(2) That submission 56.6 be accepted as a late submission. 

 

(3) That submissions 56.6 be rejected.

Reasons for Decision: 

 

1. The Committee is satisfied that the Plan Change will promote the sustainable 
management of resources and is therefore in accordance with the purpose of the 
Resource Management Act 1991. 

 

2. The Committee is satisfied that amendment to Rule 10.6.1.4(h) will achieve the most 
equitable balance between the essential access needs of the fence maintenance 
authority, and safeguarding the operational rights of affected landowners. 

 

3. There is insufficient justification for amendment of the eligibility criteria to enable greater 
MEI Lot entitlements. 

 

4.  There is no requirement for landowners to uptake MEI Lot entitlements if the 
qualification criteria is deemed to be too restrictive, or the incentives insufficiently 
rewarding.
