stop on Mahoe Street) and continue angle parking;

0] Increase parking by changing parallel parking on Gorst
Avenue between bus stop to Selwyn Lane angle parking;

()] Increase parking by changing parallel parking on Selwyn
Lane between Events Centre and Gorst Avenue to angle
parking;

(k) Install a bike rack and off road motorcycle parking on a pad

behind the bus stop.
