The principal issue that was in contention was:

o Traffic impacts on the State Highway One roading network.

SUMMARY OF THE EVIDENCE HEARD

Mr Cogswell

Evidence on behalf of the applicant was given by Mr Cogswell. He advised that
the applicant concurred with the assessment in the staff planning report. Mr
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Cogswell noted that a meeting had been held with Transit New Zealand
(“Transit”) prior to the hearing in which Transit had agreed to the access from
the State Highway being used for residential vehicles only. A letter dated 21
June 2006 from Transit confirming their support of this approach was tabled.

Mr McLellan

Jaime McLellan appeared on behalf of Transit. Mr MclLellan confirmed that
Transit supported retaining the State Highway One access for residential use
only. In addition it would need to be reduced in size in accordance with
Transit's standards and all heavy vehicle movements would need to be
redirected to a new access point from Amber Lane. As a result of such
mitigation measures Transit supported the application.

THE MAIN FINDINGS OF FACT .

The Regulatory Committee considered the application, the evidence and
submissions presented at the hearing, the planning assessment report
prepared by the Council planner, the relevant statutory and planning provisions
and the principal issue that was in contention. The main findings of fact
determined by the Regulatory Committee, which led to the following decision
and the reasons for that decision are as follows;

o Traffic generated by the proposal will be adequately accommodated by
the existing and proposed vehicle access points;

e The State Highway One access will be retained for residential purposes
only and heavy vehicle movements will be redirected to Amber Lane;

e No further upgrade of the northernmost portion of the rights of way
portion is required as this has recently been upgraded in association with
the resource consent activities of The Boatshed Café;

e The adverse environmental effects of the proposal will be no more than
minor; and

e The proposal will not be contrary to the relevant objectlves and policies
of the Operative Waipa District Plan or the purpose of the Resource
Management Act 1991.

2. The consent holder shall arrange with a local network electricity operator
for the underground reticulation of electricity to serve all lots and pay all
costs attributable to such work. The consent holder shall submit to the
Council written confirmation from the local network operator that
satisfactory arrangements have been made for the reticulation of the
service to all lots in the subdivision. This is to include if necessary the
resiting, repositioning or removal of any electric power lines which exist
on the land being subdivided.

Where electric power lines are crossing the boundary of any lots
registered easements shall be created for such services.

Telephone

3. The consent holder shall arrange with a telephone company for the
underground reticulation of telephone cables fo serve all lots and pay all
costs attributable to such work. The consent holder shall submit to the
Council written confirmation from the telephone company that
satisfactory arrangements have been made for the reticulation of the
service to all lots in the subdivision. This is to include if necessary the
resiting, repositioning or removal of any telephone cables which exist on
the land being subdivided.

Where telephone cables serving any lot are required to cross the
boundary of any other lot or lots registered easements shall be created
for such services.

Reserve Contribution

4, That pursuant to Rule 10.9 (Reserves Contributions) of the Operative
Waipa District Plan and Section 108(10) of the Resource Management
Act 1991 a reserve contribution of $1,834.00 (GST inclusive) shall be
paid to Council for one additional lot.
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
