Representatives presented a proposal in their quest for a new venue because of current growth in membership and inadequate toilet facilities. The starting ramp needs to be upgraded to comply with national standards.  The current toilet only has a holding tank and when events are held, portaloos are hired to cater for the large attendance. Photographs of the current toilet facilities were circulated.  Portaloos are not left at the track because of vandalism.  Council have requested that the toilets are left open for public use but are often vandalised and require emptying before being used by the Club.  Would like to upgrade facilities to enable the club to hold a national event which would attract 800 to 900 competitors and would be good for the district.

An alternative site behind Pekerau School (plan was circulated) is being considered at the moment, however an alternative site would be considered also if offered as the Pekerau School site has noise issues to resolve.  The venue currently uses 1.8 acres which is adequate for a national event, however a larger parking area would be ideal.  As BMX is a summer sport it is possible to share facilities with winter sports.

Representatives requested repairs are carried out to the car park (potholes) and bollards are installed as a safety measure to prevent cars parking on the grassed area near the entrance way.  There have been several ‘near miss’ accidents involving young children.  The gate also needs replacing as it has been vandalised.  The netball season is due to commence on 1 April.

The following ‘wish list’ was also presented –

· More netballs courts at the Te Awamutu Event Centre (new extension)

· Netball Centre to be fully fenced to prevent vandalism (goal posts are stolen and graffiti is a problem)

· Future Ferns Court to be partially covered to prevent leaves falling on the courts which creates a slippery surface

· Permanent seating between courts

· A covered area adjacent to the administration area to utilise during wet weather

	
	
	The Centre has recently spent $20,000 building a warm up court and is prepared to do further fundraising.  As the building is Council owned request that Council take some responsibility. There is a demand for the courts which exceeds supply and the Centre needs to look at a ten year plan to cater for future growth.  Including more netball courts at the Events Centre and extra seating would then attract more events to the centre and could be included in the Board’s submission to the Long Term Council Community Plan.
