5.1 Mr Richard Paul said that the Kihikihi Landfill was closed in 1990
and has not been reinstated. Council has extended the approval
from Environment Waikato to reinstate the landfill which should
have been completed by April 2006.
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Mr Paul said that he had received advice that Council were
requesting a further two year extension which he opposes. He
requested that the progress of the landfill is included in the
monthly Community Services Report.

There are a number of uncontrolled intersections on Kihikihi
Road, namely Walmsley and McAndrew Streets which are
dangerous. There is a lot more traffic due to the developments on
Brill Road.

There are several trees on Council property, including road
reserves, where stakes and steel pipes have been used to
support trees which are now part of the tree on Lyon, McAndrew
and Cameron Streets. The most severe examples of this are the
camellias in Memorial Park.

Mr Paul was advised that his concerns would be raised in
Council.

5.2 Mary (surname unknown) requested on behalf of the Te Awamutu
Vision Impaired Group if members could receive discounted taxi
fares such as is occurring in Hamilton.

Chairperson Taylor and Board Member Barnes will investigate
this matter further.

He suggested that substantial bollards are
concreted on the grass frontage on Arapuni Road to prevent
vehicular access as vehicles are “jumping” the kerb and parking
near the play area which is dangerous when young children are in
the vicinity.

A letter from Stephen Rowan, Chairperson of the Kihikihi
Community Care Group expressing concerns about the recent
vandalism and break-in at the school by a number of college youths
was included in the agenda.

Karen Searancke said that the group was formed because of the
vandalism and unruly behaviour happening in the community and at
Kihikihi School, with the intention of members being first at the scene to
apprehend the offenders. It is also envisaged that the group will provide
table tennis and other activities for youth; a skateboard park has also
been suggested.

The recent incident of attempted arson at Kihikihi Primary School was
causing great concern to the community along with the advice received
from Police that the offenders will not be prosecuted. Three of the five
offenders represented Te Awamutu College on a recent rugby trip, to
which the whole community contributed in the form of fund raising. The
offenders had apologised to the school children but have not had to
contribute towards repairs which will be a cost to the school. The group
wish to send a clear message that this type of behaviour will not be
tolerated by the community and seek support to enable this to occur. To
date, there has been no response to their letter from other groups.

Board Member Empson advised that the Board was powerless other
than to put an article in the newspaper or write to the individuals. Board
Member Barnes said that Thompson House is soon to be leased to the
Maori Women's Welfare League who are intending to provide
programmes and also it is hoped that the Community Constable will be
based there. It is proposed that a Safer Community Council is set up
and the Kihikihi Community Care Group could become part of that
Council. Community patrols can be initiated through this Council which
would act as a deterrent.

George Searanke said that Kihikihi School is looking very “tatty” because
of all the vandalism and the community is very concerned that if the
damage continues, the Ministry of Education will see it as an excuse to
close the school down. He also sought the Board’s support if further
approaches are made to the Police.

Chairperson Taylor said that he would write to the children concerned
after receiving information from the Safer Community Council conference
which Board Member Barnes is soon to attend and also from Te
Awamutu College Board of Trustees.
