7 RESERVE DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS 

 File: 60-12-32 

 Council’s Asset Manager Recreation said that in April 2005 Council 
adopted the projects that are in the current project list which are funded 
from reserve contributions.  Council has confirmed the 2006/07 
programme however this may be reviewed before the end of the financial 
year as the impact of the new reserve levy is unknown at this stage. 
However there are five local projects that could be discussed. 
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 Memorial Park - There is an available budget of $25,563 for capital 
development.  A landscape concept plan was circulated to members 
which concerned the park entrance off Mutu Street and will involve a total 
revamp of the area. 

Victoria Park – There is an available budget of $31,000; $9,000 has 
been spent to date assisting the establishment of the Croquet Club. The 
former clubrooms of the Croquet Club will be removed and the car park 
upgraded.  

ANZAC Green – There is an available budget of $70,000.  Some 
landscaping will be undertaken once the road realignment project has 
been completed.  

Te Awamutu Playgrounds – There is an available budget of $22,000 
which can be spent upgrading any of the playgrounds.  

Kihikihi Domain – There is an available budget of $42,880.  The main 
entrance way from Oliver Street will be sealed and completed to an 
engineer’s design.  Input will be sought from Kihikihi Sports.  

Members would like to see the Walk of Fame progressed and will keep it 
to the forefront to ensure it is included in future project lists.  There was 
general discussion regarding the former rose arbour, cenotaph upgrade, 
removal of a misshapen tree near the new public toilets and the desire 
for more lights in parks.
