  Matters Arising 

  6.1.1 Band Rotunda, Victoria Park 
File: 01-51-14 

   The Board were advised that the band rotunda in Victoria 
Park is likely to be included in the schedule of significant 
historical sites in the draft District Plan.  It is currently 
registered as a category two site with the New Zealand 
Historic Places Trust (NZHPT).  While the structure itself 
has historical significance, its location and its immediate 
surrounds also add significant weight to its historical 
value.   

   
Before removing the band rotunda to ANZAC Green, as 
has been suggested, due consideration would need to be 
given to the relationship between the structure and its 
site.  This would likely involve the approval of the NZHPT 
and also advice as to whether the structure can be 
physically uplifted.  The Parks and Reserve staff will be 
seeking advice on these two matters and will report back 
to the Board. 
 

  6.1.2 Reserve Development Project Report, Playground 
Upgrade, Te Awamutu 
File: 01-21-18  

   The Board were advised that the Cambridge Community 
Board had made a contribution towards the MacLean 
Street playground of approximately $70,000;  there was 
no external fundraising.  It should be noted that this was 
funded by development contributions at a time when the 
Board had delegated authority to commit such funds from 
a largely uncommitted budget.  Council has already 
committed $20,000 to the Te Awamutu project and there 
are options for additional funding if an increase in 
development contributions is received. 
 
The Chairman said that the funding was getting close to 
the target and the sub-group were working with Council 
staff to see if staging of the playground could start.  He 
said once something was visible, more funds would be 
likely to become available.   
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  6.1.3 Banner Arms 
File 20-07-04 

   The Chairperson stated that the banner arms from the 
street poles in place prior to the Alexandra Street upgrade 
had yet to be located.  He said that banner arms were 
programmed to be included in the contract for the new 
poles but this was never actioned. He said that a sub-
group had been put in place to dress the streets for the 
World Rowing Championships and hoped that the 
Community Board would be willing to make a contribution 
of around $10,000 to be spent on street flags.

He said they have a population of 
120,000 and six community boards which in number term would be very 
similar to both Cambridge and Te Awamutu.  He said the numbers were 
fairly similar to what was being proposed in regard to the relativity of 
each position.
