	Draft Long Term Council Community Plan 2006-2016 and Summary were attached separately to the agenda.

	
	The Committee was advised that Council is required to adopt a 10-year Long Term Council Community Plan (LTCCP) before 30 June 2006 and a draft Plan has been prepared and audited by Audit NZ. The draft Plan and Summary were considered and approved by Council’s Policy Committee at a meeting on 13 March 2006, notified for public comment on 17 March 2006 with submissions closing at 9.00am on Tuesday 18 April 2006.  Submissions will be heard and considered by the Policy Committee on 8 May 2006 and Council will adopt the final LTCCP on 27 June 2006.

	
	Deputy Mayor, Peter Lee, explained the key issues that Council must address through the LTCCP, spoke about the progress Council has made since its last LTCCP in 2004 and outlined the major projects included in the Plan.  He explained that the Plan includes a proposed policy on development contributions, which advocates increased development levies across the District, and proposes the introduction of a kerbside recycling service in urban areas.

	
	During discussion the Committee made the following comments on the draft LTCCP -

	
	· It was asked who will be responsible for the emptying and removal of septic tanks in Kihikihi once the sewerage system is in place.  The Chief Executive said residents will be advised that this is the responsibility of the property owner and they will be provided with some options on how to deal with septic tanks that are no longer required.

	
	· Concern was expressed that there is nothing in the LTCCP catering for Kihikihi youth either in Kihikihi or at the Kihikihi Domain.  Group Manager Policy and Strategy, Ross McNeil, suggested that the review of the Kihikihi Domain Reserve Management Plan would be an appropriate time to consider this.

	
	· It was asked if multiple owned Maori land and Maori Reserves could be given special consideration from Council for exemption from Development Contributions to ensure the concept of papakainga (the creation of Maori retirement homes around Marae) is not compromised.  It was also asked that Council give consideration to the likely location of the papakainga, as they are usually in a rural setting, and their unique circumstances.  It was also asked if subdivision rights because of “long association” would apply to multiple owned Maori land.

	
	· Concern was expressed that although the community outcomes on pages 46-47 of the LTCCP have been made from the perspective of Maniapoto, Raukawa and Waikato Iwi they are not the Iwi authority for the Waipa District Council area.  It was asked that the Iwi Community Outcomes be removed from the LTCCP and replaced with a statement that Council will work closely with those groups to ensure those outcomes are achieved.

	· Reformat the two columns to show that it is the position in an organisation (i.e. Chairperson of NITOW) that is the representative on the Committee and that person will only be on the Committee while he/she holds that position.

	
	· Remove Ruta Wright as the proxy for Parawera.

	
	· Remove Charlie Maikuku as the proxy for Purekireki as he is already represented on the Committee as one of the Kaumatua.

	The Chief Executive said that, as a matter of process, Nga Iwi Toopu o Waipa should confirm the above changes in writing to Council. 	The Committee was advised that Council has received a letter from Nga Iwi Toopu o Waipa (NITOW) dated 13 February 2006 advising that Ngati Hikairo have reviewed their representation arrangements and now wish to work directly with Waipa District Council.  Peter Tuteao (Ngati Hikairo) is no longer a representative on NITOW and NITOW feel his role as a delegate on the Iwi Consultative and Regulatory Committees should be relinquished.   It was explained that a further letter, dated 2 March 2006, advises NITOW has resolved to replace Peter Tuteao’s position as a Resource Consent Administrator with George Searancke and has nominated him as Iwi representative on Council’s Regulatory Committee. 

	
	The Chief Executive said members of the Regulatory Committee are required to receive training and if membership changes too frequently it could compromise the Committee and its processes.

	
	Committee Member Maniapoto said Peter Tuteao had done an excellent job but the actions of his hapu had placed him in a conflicting environment which was beyond his control.  He said NITOW’s recommendation to replace Peter was appropriate.

	
	Committee Member Searancke said he would have to withdraw his nomination as Resource Consent Administrator and Regulatory Committee member as he would be unable to commit the time to those roles.   It was suggested that NITOW be delegated authority by the Iwi Consultative Committee to forward a nomination for the position directly to Council, rather than through the Iwi Consultative Committee, as the Committee doesn’t meet again until June 2006.

She said the Methodist House is much bigger and would allow the Women’s Refuge to offer additional services and better accommodation.  She said 80% of the women and children helped by the Women’s Refuge are Maori.
