In the categories were nominees are short listed, they will be notified in writing and asked to attend an interview
early in July. You may be asked to provide evidence of eligibility, i.e. birth certificate, qualifications etc.

Nominations must be posted or delivered to the Te Awamutu or Cambridge Offices of the Waipa District Council
by 5.00pm Monday, 30 April 2007.

There will be an ‘Excellence’ winner and a ‘Merit’ award for each category and as many ‘Achiever’ award(s) for
each category as the respective judges determine are deserving.

A formal Awards Ceremony will be held on Friday, 3 August 2007 at Te Awamutu College, 938 Alexandra
Street, Te Awamutu
