Dog Exercise Areas During Daylight saving time, dogs are allowed 
o� -leash from 6pm-10am (but on-leash from 
10am-6pm).

During Winter time, dogs are allowed o� -leash 
from 3pm-10am (but on-leash from 10am-3pm).
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Dogs are prohibited at all times. 

Dogs are prohibited from playgrounds at 
all times. 

Dogs are prohibited during daylight 
saving hours and during any event. 
Dogs on-leash rest of the year. 

Dogs are allowed o� -leash at all times.

Daylight saving time: Dogs are 
allowed o� -leash from 6pm-10am 
(but on-leash from 10am-6pm).

Winter time: Dogs are 
allowed o� -leash from 3pm-10am 
(but on-leash from 10am-3pm).
